We have audited the accompanying financial statements of the governmental activities and each 
major fund ofthe District Attomey ofthe Thirteenth Judicial District (District Attorney), a component unit of 
the Evangeline Parish Police Jury, as of and forthe year ended December 31, 2012, and the related notes to 
the fmancial statements, which collectively comprise the District Attorney's basic fmancial statements as 
listed in the table of contents. 

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes the 
design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair presentation 
of fmancial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or error. 

Auditor's Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express opinions on these fmancial statements based on our audit. We 
conducted our audit m accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America 
and the standards applicable to fmancial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the 
Comptroller General of the United States. Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to 
obtain reasonable assurance about whether the fmancial statements are free from material misstatement. 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures 
in the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's judgment, including the 
assessment ofthe risks of material misstatement ofthe fmancial statements, whether due to fraud or error. In 
making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the entity's preparation and 
fair presentation of the financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are appropriate in the 
circumstances, but not for the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness ofthe entity's intemal 
control. Accordingly, we express no such opinion. An audit also includes evaluating the appropriateness of 
accounting policies used and the reasonableness of significant accounting estimates made by management, as 
well as evaluating the overall presentation ofthe financial statements.

In our opinion, the fmancial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the 
respective financial position ofthe governmental activities and the major fund ofthe District Attomey, as of 
December 31, 2012, and the respective changes in financial position for the year then ended in accordance 
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 

Other Matter 

Required Supplementary Information 

Accounting prmciples generally accepted in the United States of America require that budgetary 
comparison information on page 26-30 be presented to supplement the basic financial statements. Such 
information^ although not a part ofthe basic fmancial statements, is required by the Govemmental Accounting 
Standards Board, who considers it to be an essential part of fmancial reporting for placing the basic financial 
statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied certain lunited 
procedures to the required supplementary information in accordance with auditing standards generally 
accepted in the United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of 
preparing the information and comparing the information for consistency with managemait's responses to our 
inquiries, the basic fmancial statements, and other knowledge we obtamed during our audit of the basic 
financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the information because the 
limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or provide any assurance. 

Management has omitted management's discussion and analysis that accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America require to be presented to supplement the basic fmancial statements. 
Such missing information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is required by the 
Govemmental Accounting Standards Board who considers it to be an essential part of financial reporting for 
placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate operational, economic, or historical context. Our 
opinion on the basic financial statements is not affected by this missing information. 

Other Reporting Required by Government Auditing Standards 

In accordance with Govemment Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated June 26, 
2013, on our consideration ofthe District Attomey's intemal control over financial reporting and on our tests 
of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts and grant agreements and other 
matters. The purpose of that report is to describe the scope of our testing of intemal control over financial 
reporting and compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on internal control over 
financial reporting or on compliance. That report is an mtegral part of an audit performed in accordance with 
Government Auditing Standards in considering the District Attomey's internal control over fmancial 
reporting and compliance.

FUND DESCRIPTIONS 

General Fund 

The General Fund is used to account for resources traditionally associated with govemments which are not 
required to be accounted for in another ftmd. 

Special Revenue Funds 

special revenue funds are used to account for specific revenues that are legally restricted to expenditures for 
particular purposes. 

Juvenile Accountability Fund 
To account for funds received from an accountability based sanctions program focusing on first time 
juvenile offenders providing a positive altemative to court intervention auned at reinforcing social 
responsibility by requiring prompt restitution to victims, community labor programs together with education 
and coimseling services. 

Worthless Check Collection Fee Fund 
To account for fees collected from individuals for writing worthless checks. 

Pretrial Intervention Fund 
To account for the collection of probation fees which are used to help young people on a pretrial-
probationary period. 

Families in Need of Service Fund 
To account for the administration of FINS contract used to address the needs of juvenile offenders.

Notes to Basic Financial Statements 

(1) Summarv of Significant Accounting Policies 

The accompanying fmancial statements of the District Attomey of the Thnteenth Judicial 
District have been prepared in conformity with generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP) as 
applied to govemmental units. GAAP includes all relevant Governmental Accounting Standards 
Board (GASB) pronouncements. The accounting and reportmg framework and the more significant 
accounting policies are discussed in subsequent subsections of this note. 

A. Financial Reporting Entity 

As provided by Article V, Section 26 ofthe Louisiana Constitution of 1974, 
the District Attorney ofthe Thuteenth Judicial District (District Attomey), has charge 
of every criminal prosecution by the state in his district, is the representative of the 
state before the grand jury m his district, and is the legal advisor to the grand jury. 
He performs other duties as provided by law. The District Attomey is elected by the 
qualified electors of the judicial district for a term of six years. The judicial district 
encompasses Evangeline Parish. The District Attomey's office employs five full-
time employees. 

These fmancial statements only include fiinds, account groups, activities, et 
cetera, that are controlled by the District Attomey as an independently elected parish 
official. Based on the criteria established by Govemment Accounting Standards 
Board (GASB) Statement No. 14, the District Attomey is a component unit ofthe 
Evangeline Parish Police Jury, primary govemment (Police Jury). The District 
Attomey is fiscally dependent on the Police Jury since the District Attomey's offices 
are located in the Parish Court House, the upkeep and maintenance ofthe courthouse 
is paid by the Police Jury and in addition, the Police Jury also pays salaries and 
certain operatmg expenditures ofthe District Attomey. 

The District Attomey of the Thirteenth Judicial District is a part of the 
district court system of the State of Louisiana. However, the state statutes that 
created the District Attomeys also give the District Attomeys control over all their 
operations. This includes the hiring and retention of employees, authority over 
budgeting, responsibility for deficits, and the receipt and disbursement of funds. 
Other than salaries and certain operating expenditures ofthe District Attomey's office 
that are paid by the Police Jury as required by Louisiana law, the District Attomey is 
financially independent and operates autonomously from the State of Louisiana and 
independently from the district court system. 

B. Basis of Presentation 

Govemment-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) 

The statement of net position and statement of activities display information 
about the reporting govemment as a whole. They include all funds ofthe reporting 
entity, which are considered govemmental activities. Governmental activities are 
generally financed through taxes, intergovernmental revenues, and other 
nonexchange revenues.

The statement of activities presents a comparison between direct expenses 
and program revenues for each function of the District Attomey's govemmental 
activities. Direct expenses are those that are specifically associated with a program or 
function and, therefore, are clearly identifiable to a particular function. Program 
revenues include (a) fees, fines, and charges paid by the recipients of goods or 
services offered by the programs, and (b) grants and contributions that are restricted 
to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular program. Revenues 
that are not classified as program revenues, including all taxes, are presented as 
general revenues. 

Fund Financial Statements (FFS) 

The accounts ofthe District Attomey are organized and operated on the basis 
of fimds. A fund is an independent fiscal and accounting entity with a separate set of 
self-balancing accounts. Fund accounting segregates funds according to their 
intended purpose and is used to aid management in demonstrating compliance with 
finance-related legal and contractual provisions. The minimum number of funds is 
maintained consistent with legal and managerial requirements. 

The various funds of the District Attomey are classified as govemmental. 
The emphasis on fund financial statements is on major govemmental and enterprise 
ftmds, each displayed in a separate column. A fund is considered major if it is the 
primary operating fund ofthe entity or meets the following criteria: 

a. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of 
that individual govemmental or enterprise fimd are at least 10 
percent of the correspondmg total for all funds of that category 
or type: and 

b. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses ofthe 
individual govemmental or enterprise fimd are at least 5 percent 
of the corresponding total for all govemmental and enterprise 
funds combined. 

All funds of the District Attomey are considered to be major funds and are 

described below: 

Govemmental Funds -

General Fund 

The General Fund is the general operating fund ofthe District Attomey. It is 
used to account for all financiai resources except those required to be accounted for 
in another fund.

Special Revenue Funds 

Juvenile Accountability Fund -

The Juvenile Accountability Fund is used to account for fimds received from 
an accountability based sanctions program focusmg on first time juvenile offenders. 

Worthless Check Collection Fee Fund -

The Worthless Check Collection Fee Fund is used to account for fees 
collected from individuals for writmg worthless checks. 

Pretrial Intervention Fund -

The Pretrial Intervention Fund is used to account for the collection of 
probation fees. 

Families in Need of Service (FINS) Fimd — 

The FINS program is used to account for the administration of FINS contract 
used to address the needs of juvenile offenders. 

C. Measurement Focus/Basis of Accounting 

Measurement focus is a term used to describe "which" transactions are 
recorded within the various financial statements. Basis of accounting refers to 
"when" revenues, expenditures, expenses, and transfers - and assets, deferred 
outflows of resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources - are recognized 
in the accounts and reported in the financial statements. 

Measurement Focus 

On the govemment-wide statement of net position and the statement of 
activities, govemmental activities are presented using the economic resources 
measurement focus. The accounting objectives of this measurement focus are the 
determination of operating income, changes in net position (or cost recovery) and 
fmancial position. All assets and liabilities (whether current or non-current) 
associated with its activities are reported. Govemment-wide fund equity is classified 
as net position. In the fund fmancial statements, the "current fmancial resources" 
measurement focus is used. Only current financial assets and liabilities are generally 
included on its balance sheet. Their operating statement presents sources and uses of 
available spendable financial resources during a given period. This fund uses fimd 
balance as its measure of available spendable financial resources at the end of the 
period.

Basis of Accounting 

In the govemment-wide statement of net position and statement of activities 
the govemmental activities are presented using the accmal basis of accounting. 
Under the accmal basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when eamed and 
expenses are recorded when the liability is incurred or economic asset used. 
Revenues, expenses, gams, losses, assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, 
and deferred inflows of resources resulting from exchange and exchange-like 
transactions are recognized when the exchange takes place. 

Govemmental fund fmancial statements are reported usmg the current 
financial resources measurement focus and the modified accmal basis of accounting. 
Revenues are recognized as soon as they are both measurable and available. 
Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible within the current 
period or soon enough thereafter to pay liabilities of the current period. For this 
purpose, the govemment considers revenues to be available if they are collected 
within 60 days of the end of the current fiscal period. Revenues are classified by 
source and expenditures are classified by function and character. Expenditures 
(including capital outlay) generally are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under 
accmal accounting. However, debt service expenditures are recorded only when 
payment is due. 

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the 
District Attomey's policy to use restricted resources first, then unrestricted resources 
as they are needed. 

Program revenues 

Program revenues included in the Statement of Activities are derived directly 
from the program itself or from parties outside the District Attomey's citizenry, as a 
whole; program revenues reduce the cost of the function to be financed from the 
District Attomey's general revenues. 

D. Assets. Liabilities and Equity 

Cash and interest-bearing deposits 

For purposes of the statement of net position, cash and interest-bearing 
deposits include all demand accounts, savings accounts, and certificates of deposits 
ofthe District Attomey. 

Interfund receivables and payables 

During the course of operations, occasional transactions occur between 
individual funds that may result in amounts owed between funds. Those related to 
goods and services type transactions are classified as "due to and from other funds." 
Short-term interfiind loans are reported as "interflind receivables and payables,"

Long-term interfund loans (noncurrent portion) are reported as "advances 
from and to other funds." Interfund receivables and payables between funds within 
governmental activities are eliminated in the statement of net assets. 

Receivables 

In the govemment-wide statements, receivables consist of all revenues 
eamed at year-end and not yet received. Major receivable balances for the 
govemmental activities mclude grant revenue, incentive payments, and commissions 
from fmes and interest. 

Capital Assets 

Capital assets, which include property, plant, and equipment, are reported in 
the govemmental activities column in the govemment-wide financial statements. 
Capital assets are capitalized at historical cost or estimated cost if historical cost is 
not available. Donated assets are recorded as capital assets at their estimated fan 
market value at the date of donation. The District Attomey maintains a threshold 
level of $1,000 or more for capitalizing capital assets. 

Depreciation of all exhaustible caphal assets is recorded as an expense in the 
statement of activities, with accumulated depreciation reflected in the statement of 
net position. Depreciation is provided over the assets' estimated useful lives using the 
straight-line method of depreciation. The range of estimated usefiil lives by type of 
asset is as follows: 

Equipment and vehicles 5-10 years 

In the fiind financial statements, capital assets used in govemmental fund 
operations are accounted for as capital outlay expenditures ofthe govemmental fund 
upon acquisition. 

Compensated Absences 

Employees with less than eight years of service are allowed one week of sick 
leave and two weeks vacation per year. Employees with eight or more years of 
service are allowed two weeks of sick leave. Employees may accumulate up to 22 
days of sick leave. The amount of compensated absences payable at December 31, 
2012 is hnmaterial, and therefore, not included in the financial statements.

Equity Classifications 

In the govemment-wide statements, equity is classified as net position and 
displayed in three components: 

a. Net investment in capital assets - consists of net capital assets 
reduced by outstanding balances of any related debt obligations and 
deferred inflows of resources attributable to the acquisition, 
construction, or improvement of those assets and increased by 
balances of deferred outflows of resources related to those assets. 

b. Restricted net position - consists of net position with constraints 
placed on the use either by (1) extemal groups such as creditors, 
grantors, contributors, or laws or regulations of other governments; 
or (2) law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation. 
Restricted net position is reduced by liabilities and deferred inflows 
of resources related to the restricted assets. 

c. Unrestricted net position ~ consist of all other net position that does 
not meet the definition of "restricted" or "net investment in capital 
assets." 

In the fiind fmancial statements, govemmental fund equity is classified as 
fimd balance. Fimd balance is further classified as follows: 

Nonspendable - amounts that cannot be spent either because they are in 
nonpendable form or because they are legally or contractually required to be 
maintained intact. 

Restricted - amounts that can be spent only for specific purposes because of 
constitutional provisions or enabling legislation or because of constraints that 
are extemally imposed by creditors, grantors, contributors, or the laws or 
regulations of other governments. 

Committed - amounts that can be used only for specific purposes determined 
by a formal decision of the District Attomey. The District Attomey is the 
highest level of decision-making authority forthe District Attomey's office. 

Assigned - amounts that do not meet the criteria to be classified as restricted 
or committed but that are intended to be used for specific purposes. 

Unassigned - all other spendable amounts.

When an expenditure is incurred for the purposes for which both restricted 
and umestricted fund balance is available, the District Attomey considers restricted 
fiinds to have been spent first. When an expenditure is incurred for which committed, 
assigned, or unassigned fund balances are available, the District Attorney considers 
amounts to have been spent first out of committed funds, then assigned funds, and 
finally unassigned funds, as needed, unless the District Attomey has provided 
otherwise in his commitment or assignment actions. 

E. Expenditures and Transfers 

Expenditures/Expenses 

In the government-wide fmancial statements, expenses are classified by 
function. In the fund financial statements, expenditures are classified by character. In 
the fund financial statements, governmental funds report expenditures of financial 
resources. 

Interfund Transfers 

Permanent reallocations of resources between funds of the reporting entity 
are classified as interfund transfers. For the purposes of the statement of activities, 
all interfund transfers between individual govemmental funds have been eliminated. 

F. Budget and Budgetarv Accounting 

A budget for the General Fund and Special Revenue Funds was prepared on 
a basis consistent with generally accepted accounting principals (GAAP). Budgeted 
amounts are as originally prepared or amended by the District Attomey. All 
budgetary appropriations lapse at the end of each fiscal year. 

G. Use of Estimates 

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with generally 
accepted accounting principles requires management to make estimates and 
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of 
contingent assets and liabilities at the date ofthe financial statements and the reported 
amounts of revenues and expenditures during the reporting period. Actual results 
could differ from those estunates.

H. Recently Issued and Adopted Accounting Pronouncements 

In June 2011, the Govemmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) 
approved Statement No. 63, "Financial Reporting of Deferred Outflows of 
Resources, Deferred Inflows of Resources and Net Position". The statement changes 
how govemments will organize then statements of financial position. Under this 
standard, fmancial statements will include deferred outflows of resources and 
deferred inflows of resources, in addition to assets and liabilities, and will report net 
position instead of net assets. The provisions of this statement are effective for 
periods beginning after December 15, 2011. The District Attomey adopted GASB 
Statement 63 for the year ending December 31,2012. 

(2) Cash and Interest-Bearing Deposits 

Under state law, the District Attomey may deposit fiinds within a fiscal agent bank organized 
under the laws of the State of Louisiana, the laws of any other state in fhe Union, or the laws of the 
United States. The District Attomey may invest in certificates and time deposits of the state banks 
organized under Louisiana law and national banks having pruicipal offices in Louisiana. At 
December 31, 2012, the District Attorney had cash and interest-bearing deposits (book balances) 
totaling $949,228. 

Custodial credit risk for deposits is the risk that in the event of the failure of a depository 
financial mstitution, the District Attomey's deposits may not be recovered or will not be able to 
recover collateral securities that are in the possession of an outside party. These deposits are stated at 
cost, which approximates market Under state law, these deposits (or the resulting bank balances) 
must be secured by federal deposit insurance or similar federal security or the pledge of securities 
owned by the fiscal agent bank. The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit 
insurance must at all times equal the amoimt on deposit with the fiscal agent bank. These securities 
are held in the name of the pledging fiscal agent bank by a holding or custodial bank that is mutually 
acceptable to both parties. As of December 31, 2012, bank balances in the amount of $965,310 were 
secured as follows:

Deposits in the amount of $343,005 were exposed to custodial credit risk. These deposits are 
uninsured and collateralized with securities held by the pledging mstitutions' trust department or 
agent, but not in the District Attomey's name (Category 3 deposits). The District Attomey does not 
have a policy for custodial credit risk.

(5) Pension Plan 

Plan Description: 

The district attomey and assistant district attomeys are members of the Louisiana District 
Attomeys Rethement System (System), a cost-sharmg, multiple-employer defmed benefit pension 
plan administered by a separate board of trustees. 

Assistant district attomeys who eam, as a minimum, the amount paid by the state for assistant 
district attomeys, and are under the age of 60 at the time of origmal employment and all district 
attomeys are required to participate in the System. For members who joined the System before July 
1, 1990, and who elected not to be covered by the new provisions, the following applies: Any 
member with 23 or more years of creditable service regardless of age may retire with a 3% benefit 
reduction for each year below age 55, provided that no reduction is applied if the member has 30 or 
more years of service. Any member with at least 18 years of service may retire at age 55 with a 3% 
benefit reduction for each year below age 60. In addition, any member with at least 10 years of 
service may retire at age 60 with a 3% benefit reduction for each year retiring below the age 62. The 
retirement benefit is equal to 3% of the member's average fmal compensation multiplied by the 
number of years of his membership service, not to exceed 100% of his average fmal compensation.

For members who joined the System after July 1, 1990, or who elected to be covered by the 
new provisions the following applies: Members are eligible to receive normal retirement benefits if 
they are age 60 and have 10 years of service credit, are age 55 and have 24 years of service credit, or 
have 30 years of service credit regardless of age. The nonnal retirement benefit is equal to 3.5% of 
the membei's fmal-average compensation multiplied by years of membership service. A member is 
eligible for early retirement if he is age 55 and has 18 years of service credit. The early retirement 
benefit is equal to the nonnal retirement benefit reduced 3% for each year the member retires in 
advance of nonnal retirement age. Benefits may not exceed 100% of average final compensation. 
The System also provides death and disability benefits. Benefits are established or amended by state 
statute. 

The System issues an annual publicly available financial report that includes financial 
statements and required supplementary information for the System. That report may be obtained by 
writing to the Louisiana District Attomeys Retnement System, 2109 Decatur Street, New Orleans, 
Louisiana 70116-2091, or by calling (504) 947-5551. 

Funding Pohcy: 

Plan members are required by state statute to contribute 7.0% of their armual covered salary 
and the district attorney is required to contribute at an actuarially determined rate which was 9.75% of 
annual covered payroll. Contributions to the System also include .2% of the ad valorem taxes 
collected throughout the state and revenue sharing funds as appropriated by the legislature. The 
contribution requirements of plan members and the district attomey are established and may be 
amended by state statute. As provided by R.S. 11:103, the employer contributions are determined by 
actuarial valuation and are subject to change each year based on the results of the valuation for the 
prior fiscal year. The District Attomey's contributions to the System for the years ended December 
31, 2012, 2011 and 2010 were $6,481, $4,709 and $1,971, respectively, equal to the requhed 
contributions for each year. 

(6) Deferred Compensation Plan 

The District Attomey's office offers its employees participation in the State of Louisiana 
Public Employees Defened Compensation Plan adopted by the Louisiana Deferred Compensation 
Commission and established in accordance with Intemal Revenue Code Section 457. The plan is 
reported as an agency fiind in the State of Louisiana's financial statements. The plan, available to all 
District Attomey employees, permits the employees to defer a portion of their salary until future years. 
The defened compensation is not available to employees until termination, retirement, death, or proof 
of hardship. 

All amounts of compensation defened under the plan, all property and rights purchased with 
those amounts, and all income attributable to those amounts, property, or rights are (until paid or made 
available to the employee or other beneficiary) solely the properly and rights ofthe State of Louisiana 
(without being restricted to the provisions of benefits under the plan) subject only to the claims ofthe 
general creditors of the State of Louisiana. Participants' rights under the plan are equal to those of 
general creditors ofthe State of Louisiana in an amount equal to the fair market value ofthe deferred 
account for each participant.

The accompanying financial statements do not include certain expenditures of the District 
Attomey paid out ofthe funds ofthe criminal court, the Evangeline Parish Police Jury, or directly by 
the state. The Evangeline Parish Police Jury pays certam salaries and employer contributions of 
secretarial personnel. 

(9) Risk Management 

The District Attomey is exposed to risks of loss in the areas of auto liability, employee 
dishonesty and workers' compensation. All of these risks are handled by purchasing commercial 
insurance coverage. There have been no significant reductions in the insurance coverage during the 
year. 

(10) On-behalf Payments for Frmge Benefits and Salaries 

GASB Statement No. 24, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Certain Grants and Other 
Financial Assistance requires the District Attomey to report in the fmancial statements on-behalf 
salary and fringe benefit payments made by the State of Louisiana. 

Supplementary salary payments are made by the state directly to the District Attomey and to 
the Assistant District Attomeys. The District Attomey's office is not legally responsible for these 
salaries. Therefore, the basis for recognizing the revenue and expenditure payments is the actual 
contributions made by the state. On-behalf payments for salaries from the State of Louisiana m the 
amount of $296,911 were recorded in the general fimd as revenues and expenditures.

We have audited in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted m the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued 
by the Comptroller General of the United States, the financial statements of the govemmental activities and 
the major funds ofthe District Attomey ofthe Thirteenth Judicial District (District Attomey), a component 
unit ofthe Evangeline Parish Police Jury, as of and for the year ended December 31, 2012, and the related 
notes to the fmancial statements, which collectively comprise the District Attorney's basic financial 
statements and have issued our report thereon dated June 26,2013. 

Internal Control Over Financial Reporting 

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the District 
Attomey's intemal control over financial reporting (mternal control) to determine the audit procedures that 
are appropriate in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, 
but not for the purpose of expressmg an opinion on the effectiveness of the District Attomey's intemal 
control. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the District Attomey's intemal 
control. 

Our consideration of intemal control was for the limited purpose described in the preceding paragraph 
and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in mtemal control that might be material weaknesses or 
significant deficiencies and therefore, material weaknesses or significant deficiencies may exist that were not 
identified. However, as described in the accompanying summary schedule of current and prior year audit 
findings and corrective action plan, we identified a certain deficiency in intemal control that we consider to be 
a material weakness. 

A deficiency in intemal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow 
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned flinctions, to prevent, or detect 
and correct, misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of 
deficiencies, in intemal control such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement ofthe 
entity's financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis. We consider 
the deficiency described in the accompanying summary schedule of current and prior year audit findings and 
corrective action plan as item 12-2(IC) to be a material weakness. 
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A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control that is 
less severe than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged with 
governance. We consider deficiency 12-1(IC) described in the accompanying summary schedule of current 
and prior year audit findings and corrective action plan to be a significant deficiency. 

Compliance and Other Matters 

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the District Attomey's financial statements 
are fi-ee from material misstatement, we perfonned tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, 
regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material 
effect on the determination of fmancial statements amounts. However, providing an opinion on compliance 
with those provisions was not an objective of our audit, and accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. 
The results of our tests disclosed instances of noncompliance or other matters that are requhed to be reported 
under Government Auditing Standards and which are described in the accompanying summary schedule of 
current and prior year audit findings and corrective action plan as item 12-3(C). 

District Attorney's Response to Findings 

The District Attomey's response to the findings identified in our audit is described in the 
accompanying summary schedule of current and prior year audit findings and corrective action plan. The 
District Attomey's response was not subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit ofthe fmancial 
statements and, accordingly, we express no opinion on it.
