We have audited the accompanying fmancial statements of the govemmental activities, the aggregate discretely 
presented component unit, and the major fiind (General Fund) of the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial 
Development District, as of and for the year ended June 30, 2010, which collectively comprise the Hammond Area 
Economic and Industrial Development District's basic financial statements as listed in tlie table of contents. These 
financial statements are the responsibility of the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development District's 
management. Our responsibility is to express opinions on these financial statements based on our audit. 

We conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and 
the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller 
General of the United States. Tliose standards require that we plan and perform the audit fo obtain reasonable 
assurance about whether the financial statements are fi:ee of material misstatement. An audit includes examining, on a 
test basis, evidence supporting the amounts and disclosures in the financial statements. An audit also includes 
assessing the accounting principles used and significant-estimates made by management, as well as evaluating the 
overall financial statement presentation. We believe that our audit provides a reasonable basis for our opinions. 

In our opinion, the fmancial statements referred to above present fairly, in all material respects, the respective 
financial position of the goverrmiental activities, the aggregate discretely presented component unit, and the major 
fund (General Fund) of the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development District as of June 30, 2010, and 
the respective changes in financial position thereof for the year then ended m conformity with accounting principles 
generally accepted in the United States of America. 

In accordance with Government Auditing Standards, we have also issued our report dated October 4, 2010, on our 
consideration of the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development District's intemal control over financial 
reporting and our tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, grant agreements, and 
other matters. The purpose of that report is to describe tlie scope of our testing of internal control over financial 
reporting and compliance and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on internal control over 
financial reporting or on compliance. That report is an integral part of an audit performed in accordance with 
Governmental Auditing Standards and should be considered in assessing the results of our audit.

We have applied certain limited procedures to the required 
supplementary information m accordance with auditing standards generally accepted m the United States of America, 
which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing the information and comparing the 
information for consistency with management's responses to our inquires, the basic financial statements, and other 
knowledge we obtained during our audit of the basic fmancial statements. We do not express an opmion or provide 
any assurance on the information because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express 
an opinion or provide any assurance. 

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the fmancial statements that collectively comprise 
the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development District's financial statements as a whole. The 
accompanying budgetaiy comparison schedule (non-GAAP basis) of the General Fund is presented for purposes of 
additional analysis. This schedule is the responsibility of .management and was derived firom and relates directly to 
the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the fmancial statements. The information has been 
subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of the financial statements and certain additional procedures, 
including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to 
prepare the financial statements or to the financial statements themselves, and other additional procedures in 
accordance with auditmg standards generally accepted m the United States of America. In our opinion, the 
information is fau-ly stated in all material respects in relation to the financial statements as a whole.

Introduction 

The Hanunond Area Economic and Industrial Development District C'HAEIDD") is pleased to present its Annual 
Financial Report developed m compliance with Govemmental Accountmg Standards Board Statement No. 34, 
Basic Financial Statements - Management's Discussion and Analysis - For State and Local Governments 
(hereinafter referred to as GASB 34), and related standards. Please read the following in conjunction with 
HAEIDD's fmancial statements and footnotes, which follow this section. 

Financial Highlights 

• Total assets were $1,620,025 at June 30, 2010. HAEIDD had liabilities totaling $400 and net assets of 
$1,619,625. 

• On December 30, 2009, HAEIDD sold its 50.1% majority mterest in Hammond Busmess Park, LLP (the 
"Business Park") to Hipark, LLP for $1,350,000. As a result of this transaction, the Busmess Park ceased to 
exist under IRS rules, as Hipark, LLP owned 100% of tiie Business Park following tiie sale. Additional 
information on this transaction can be found tn Note 8. 

• Ongoing legal issues surtounding the Louisiana Hospital Center, LLC ("LHC") were resolved during the year 
by virtue of a sale of the hospital project property pursuant to bankruptcy court order. As a result of the sale, 
HAEIDD received $1,160,000 of the sales proceeds in payment of unpaid and future administrative fees due 
to it from LHC under the Lease Agreement between HAEIDD and LHC. See Note 6 for additional 
information on this issue. 

• The $890,000 Revenue Bonds, Series 2007 were paid off on January 21, 2010. A portion of the proceeds 
received by HAEIDD fi"om the sale of the hospital project were used to pay off the bonds. 

Overview of Annual Financial Report 

Management's Discussion and Analysis (MD&A) serves as an introduction to the basic fmancial statements and 
supplementary information. The MD&A presents an overview of management's examination and analysis of 
HAEIDD's financial condition and performance. 

The financial statements report information on HAEIDD using fiill accrual accounting methods similar to those 
used in the private business sector. Financial statements include the Statement of Net Assets and the Statement of 
Activities. The Statement of Net Assets provides information about the nature and amount of HAEIDD's 
resources and obligations at year-end, and provides a basis for evaluating the cqsital structure of HAEIDD and 
assessing the liquidity and fmancial flexibility of HAEIDD. 

The Statement of Activities accounts forthe revenues and expenses for the fiscal year, and provides information 
on how net assets changed during tiie year. This statement measures tiie success of HAEIDD's operations in a 
format that can be used to determme if HAEIDD has recovered its costs through user fees and other charges. 

The govemment-wide financial statements mclude not only HAEIDD itself (known as the primary govemment), 
but also one component unit: the Hammond Business Park, LLP. Fmancial information for tiie Business Park is 
reported separately from the financial information presented for the primary govemment itself.

The notes to the financial statements provide requked disclosures essential to an understanding of the financial 
statements. The notes present information about HAEIDD's accountmg policies, significant account balances and 
activities, commitments, contingencies, and subsequent events, if any. Supplementary mformation mcludes a 
comparative budget schedule, key information schedules on operation of HAEIDD, and schedules detailmg audit 
findings and management response. 

Financial Analysis 

The purpose of financial analysis is to help determine whether HAEIDD is better off as a result of the current 
year's activities. In this analysis, data from two of the basic financial statements, the Statement of Net Assets and 
the Statement of Activities, are presented below in condensed format. These statements report the net assets, the 
difference between assets and liabilities, and the change m net assets, which provides mformation for indicating 
the financial condition of HAEIDD. Following these statements is a separate schedule summarizing and 
analyzing budget changes for the current fiscal year.

The major components of change for "Current and Other Assets" are a $1,564,051 increase m cash due to the sale 
of partnership interest in the Busmess Park and the collection of the unpaid and future administrative fees due to it 
from LHC under the Lease Agreement between HAEIDD and LHC. The decrease in the "Investment in 
Hammond Business Park, LLP" account is due to the aforementioned sale of HAEIDD's partnership interest m 
the Business Park. 

The decrease in "Current Liabilities" and '*Non-Current Liabilities" reflects the payoff of the $890,000 Revenue 
Bonds, Series 2007.

Total "General Revenues" increased by $1,029,002 (945.46%) as a result of the collection of the unpaid and 
future administrative fees due to it fi"om LHC under the Lease Agreement between HAEIDD and LHC. 

The "Loss on Sale of Partnership Interest in Hammond Business Park, LLP" is the net loss suffered by HAEIDD 
as a result of the sale of its partnership mterest. This loss has been offset by the proceeds received during the sale. 

HAEIDD showed a loss of $207,119 for the fiscal year ended June 30, 2010 as compared to a loss of $25,278 for 
the fiscal year ended June 30,2009. 

Budgetary Highlights 

HAEIDD adopts an annual operating budget m accordance with requirements of the provisions of R.S. 39.1301 -
1315. HAEIDD prepares and submits its annual budget to the Board of Commissioners for ^proval. This budget 
is presented on a Non-GAAP cash basis. This budget provides an estimate for the current fiscal year of the 
proposed expenditures and the revenues that will finance the operations of HAEIDD. The operating budget is 
adopted before the end of the prior fiscal year, and is amended after review of monthly budget-to-actual financial 
reports. A summary of the approved budget is presented below m condensed format summarizing major revenue 
and expenditure categories, and is followed by analysis of significant variations between budget and actual 
amounts. Although not presented as a part of the basic fmancial statements, a.more detailed schedule is also 
presented m "Schedule 1 - Budgetary Comparison Schedule," as supplementary mformation, following the 
footnotes to the financial statements.

"Distributions fi"om Hammond Business Park, LLP" was over budget by $34,672 as a result of the money being 
recorded as a receivable on the June 30, 2009 fmancial statements, but not being budgeted on the cash basis for 
June 30,2010. "Legal Fees" were over budget by $24,338, due to the payment of several outstanding mvoices at 
year-end. The majority of the other variances at year-end are considered to be immaterial. 

Future Economic Plans 

HAEIDD's management approach is conservative. The Board of Commissioners actively monitors revenues and 
expenses and evaluates the costs of proposed expansion projects.

Notes to the Financial Statements 
For the Year Ended June 30,2010 

Narrative Profile 

The Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development District (hereafter referred to as "HAEIDD") was 
created by Louisiana Revised Statutes 33:130.611 to 130.619. HAEIDD is a political subdivision of the State of 
Louisiana and is governed by a Board of Commissioners consisting of a minimum of seven and a maximum of 
nme members. These members are appointed by the Mayor of the City of Hammond, Louisiana and approved by 
a majority vote of the Hammond City Council. Members shall serve threo-year terms. The Board of 
Commissioners receives no compensation. 

HAEIDD was created for the primary objective and purpose of promoting and encouraging the development of 
economic and mdustrial opportunities, stimulating the economy through renewed commerce and mdustiy, and for 
the utilization and development of natural and human resources of the area by providing job opportunities. 

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies 

A. Basis of Presentation 

The accompanymg financial statements of HAEIDD have been prepared in conformity with accounting 
principles generally accepted in the United States of America as applied to govemmental units. The 
Govemmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-setting body for 
establishing govemmental accountmg and financial reporting principles. 

This financial report has been prepared in conformity with GASB Statement 34, Basic Financial 
Statements — and Management's Discussion and Analysis —for State and Local Governments, issued m 
June 1999. 

B. Financial Reporting Entitv 

As the primary governing authority, HAEIDD is considered a separate entity for reporting purposes. The 
financial reporting entity consists of (a) the Primary Govemment (HAEIDD), (b) organizations for which 
the Primary Govemment is financially accoimtable, and (c) other organizations for which the nature and 
significance of theu- relationship with the Primary Govemment are such that exclusion would cause the 
reporting entity's financial statements to be misleadmg or incomplete. 

GASB Statement No. 14 established criteria for determining the govemmental reportmg entity and 
component units that should be mcluded within the reporting entity. The basic criterion for including a 
potential component unit withm the reporting entity is financial accountability. The GASB has set forth 
criteria to be considered in determining financial accountability. This criterion includes: 

1. Appouitmg a voting majority of an organization's goveming body, and 
a. The ability of HAEIDD to impose its will on that organization and / or 
b. The potential for the organization to provide specific financial benefits to or impose specific 

fmancial burdens on HAEIDD. 
2. Organizations for which the reporting entity does not appomt a voting majority but are fiscally 

dependent on HAEIDD. 
3. Organizations for which tiie reportmg entity's fmancial statements would be misleading if data of the 

organization were not included because of the nature or significance of the relationship.

Based on the previous criteria, HAEIDD has determined that the Hammond Business Park, LLP is a 
component imit of the reporting entity. The Hammond Busmess Park, LLP's fiscal year end is December 
31,2009 and it is considered to be a component unit based on criteria #1 as shown above. 

As requu-ed by accounting prmciples generally accepted in the United States of America, these financial 
statements present HAEIDD (the primary govemment) and its component unit. 

Discretely Presented Component Unit: 

A component unit that is legally separate from HAEIDD, but is financially accountable to HAEIDD 
or whose relationship with HAEIDD is such that exclusion would cause HAEIDD's financial 
statements to be misleading or incomplete, is discretely presented. The Component Unit column of 
the combmed financial statements includes the financial data of the discretely presented component 
unit. It is reported ui a separate column to emphasize that it is legally separate from HAEIDD. 

Hammond Business Park. LLP - the Hammond Busmess Park, LLP is a partnership between 
HAEIDD and Hipark, LLC (a private mvestor). Fiscal interdependency exists between HAEIDD and 
the Hammond Busmess Park, LLP in that HAEIDD was a 50.1% owner m the Hammond Busuiess 
Park, LLP. HAEIDD's financial statements discretely present the Hammond Business Park, LLP's 
financial statements as of its fiscal year end of December 31, 2009. As more fiilly disclosed in Note 
8, HAEIDD sold its interest m tiie Hammond Business Park, LLP on December 30,2009. 

C. Fund Accounting 

HAEIDD uses fund accounting to mamtam its fmancial records and the results of ils operations. Fund 
accounting is designed to demonstrate legal compliance and to aid management by segregating 
transactions related to certaui HAEIDD functions and activities. A fimd is defined as a separate fiscal and 
accounting entity with a self-balancmg set of accounts. 

Governmental Funds 

Govemmental fiinds account for all of HAEIDD's general activities. These funds focus on the 
sources, uses, and balances of current financial resources. Expendable assets are assigned to the 
various govemmental fiinds accordmg to the pmposes for which they may be used. Current liabilities 
are assigned to the fimd from which they will be paid. The difference between a govemmental fimd's 
assets and liabilities is reported as fiind balance. In general, fiind balance represents the accumulated 
expendable resources that may be used to fmance fiiture period programs or operations of HAEIDD. 
The followmg are HAEIDD's governmental fiinds: 

General Fund - the primary operatmg fimd of HAEIDD. It is used to account for all financial 
resources, except those required to be accounted for m other fimds. 

Hammond Business Park, LLP uses the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues are recognized when they 
are earned and expenses recognized at the time they are mcurred.

D. Measurement Focus /Basis of Accounting 

Basic Financial Statements - Government-Wide Financial Statements 

The statement of net assets and the statement of activities display information about HAEIDD as a 
whole. These statements include all the financial activities of HAEIDD. Information contained hi 
these columns reflects the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of 
accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets, and liabilities resulting from exchange or 
exchange-like transactions are recognized when the exchange occurs (regardless of when cash is 
received or disbursed). Revenues, expenses, gams, losses, assets, and liabilities resuhing from 
nonexchange transactions are recognized m accordance with the requfrements of GASB Statement 
No. 33, Accounting and Financial Reporting for Nonexchange Transactions. 

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given fiinction 
or segment are offset by program revenues. Direct expenses are those tiiat are clearly identifiable 
with a specific function or segment. Program revenues include (1) charges to customers or applicants 
who purchase, use, or directly benefit from goods, services, or privileges provided by a given fiinction 
or segment and (2) grants and contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital 
requh-ements of a particular fiinction or segment. Interest eamings and other revenues not properly 
hicluded among program revenues are reported instead as general revenues. 

HAEIDD does not allocate indirect expenses. 

Basic Financial Statements - Governmental Funds 

The amounts reflected in the General Fund are accounted for using a current financial resources 
measurement focus. With this measurement focus, only current assets and current liabilities are 
generally mcluded on the balance sheet. The statement of changes in fimd balances reports on the 
sources (i.e., revenues and other financing sources) and uses (i.e., expenditures and other financing 
uses) of current financial resources. This approach is then reconciled, through adjustment, to a 
government-wide view of HAEIDD's operations. 

The amounts reflected in the General Fund use the modified accmal basis of accounting. Under this 
basis of accounting, revenues are recognized when susceptible to accrual (i.e., when tiiey become 
both measurable and available). Measurable means the amount of the transaction can be determmed 
and available means collectible within tiie current period or soon enough thereafter to pay Uabilities 
of the current period. HAEIDD considers all revenues available if they are collected withm 60 days 
after the fiscal year end. Expenditures are recorded when the related liability is incurred, except for 
interest and principal payments on long-term debt, which are recognized when due, and certain claims 
and judgments which are recognized when the obligations are expected to be liquidated with 
expendable available financial resources. The govemmental fiinds use the following practices in 
recording revenues and expenditures: 

Revenues - Revenues are generally recognized when they become measurable and available as 
net current assets. Fees, grants, interest revenue, and other revenues are recorded when due. 

Expenditures - Expenditures are generally recognized under the modified accrual basis of 
accounting when the related fiind liability is mcurred.

Reconciliation - Explanation of differences between the govemmental fiinds balance sheet and 
the govemment-wide statement of net assets is presented in Statement D of the basic financial 
statements. Explanation of differences between the governmental fimds statement of revenues, 
expenditures, and changes m fimd balances and the govemment-wide statement of activities is 
presented in Statement F of the basic fmancial statements. 

E. Budgets and Budgetarv Accounting 

Budgetary procedures applicable to HAEIDD are defined in state law, Louisiana Revised Statutes 
39:1301-14. The major requuements of the Local Govemment Budget Act are summarized as follows: 

1. HAEIDD must adopt a budget each year for the general fund and each special revenue fimd, if 
applicable. 

2. HAEIDD must prepare a proposed budget and submit it to the Board Members for consideration no 
later than fifteen days prior to the beginning of each fiscal year. At the same tune, if total proposed 
expenditures are $500,000. or more, a notice of public hearing on the proposed budget must be 
published in the official journal. 

3. All action necessary to adopt and implement the budget must be completed prior to the beginnmg of 
the fiscal year. A proposed hearing was held and the budget adopted prior to the begmning of the 
fiscal year. 

4. Budgetary amendments mvolving the transfer of fiinds from one program or fimction to another or 
involving increases in expenditures resulting from revenues exceedmg amounts estimated require the 
approval of the Board Members. The budget was amended on May 20,2010. 

5. The budgets are mtegrated mto the accounting system, and the budgetary data, as presented m the 
fmancial statements for all fiinds with annual budgets, compare the expenditures with the amended 
budgets. All budgets are presented on the cash basis of accounting. Accordingly, the Budgetary 
Comparison Schedule for the General Fund presents actual expenditures on a Non-GAAP basis. 

Budgetary data for the discretely presented component unit is not presented in these financial statements. 

F. Cash. Cash Equivalents, and Investments 

HAEIDD's cash and cash equivalents are considered to be cash on hand, demand deposits, interest-
bearing demand deposits, money market accounts, and short-term investments vAth original maturities of 
three months or less from the date of acquisition. 

Under state law, HAEIDD may deposit funds m demand deposits, interest-bearing demand deposits, 
money market accounts, or time deposits with banks organized under Louisiana law and national banks 
havmg tiieir prmcipal offices in Louisiana. In addition, HAEIDD may mvest in United States bonds, 
treasuiy notes, or certificates. These are classified as investments if theu" original matiuities exceed 90 
days; however, if the origuial maturities are 90 days or less, they are classified as cash equivalents. 

The certificate of deposit is stated at origmal cost. See Note 2 regarding cash, cash equivalents, and 
certificate of deposit, for fiirther information.

HAEIDD records its investments at estimated fair value or at book value if fau- value is not readily 
determinable as determined by management Fah- value generally is considered to be the amount which 
management might reasonably expect to receive for its investments if negotiations for sale were entered 
into on the valuation date. Valuation as of any particular date, however, is not necessarily indicative of 
the amount that HAEIDD ultunately may realize as a result of future sale or other disposition of the 
investments. 

In preparing the financial statements, HAEIDD's management is required to make significant judgments 
that affect the reported amounts of investments as of the date of the balance sheet and the change in 
unrealized appreciation (depreciation) for the period. Because of the inherent uncertainty of valuation, 
these estimated values may differ significantly from the value that would have been used had a ready 
market for the investments existed and these differences could be material. 

The process of valumg investments requires significant judgments that are particularly susceptible to 
change. HAEIDD's management believes that investment values are appropriate. While HAEIDD's 
management uses available information to recognize declmes hi mvestment values, future adjustments 
may be necessary based on changes m economic conditions or changes in the results of the operations of 
investee companies. 

The valuation policies of HAEIDD's management m determming the fan value of HAEIDD's mvestment 
include the following: 

1. Marketable securities listed on a national securities exchange are valued at their closing sales price on 
the valuation date; 

2. Marketable securities traded over-the-counter are valued at their closmg bid price on the valuation 
date, as reported in the National Association of Securities Dealers' Automated Quotation System 
(NASDAQ) or if not reported m NASDAQ, as reported by the National Quotation Bureau (or any 
successor to such organization); 

3. Restricted securities (securities not freely marketable, but part of a class of securities listed on a 
national securities exchange or traded over-the-counter) are valued at a discount from the security's 
value determined under the above subsections, reflecting their limited marketability; and 

4. All other securities are valued mitially at cost witii subsequent adjustments to values which reflect 
meaningfiil third-party transactions in the private market or at fair market value reflecting, in any 
event, their marketability, the business and prospects of issuer of such securities, and other relevant 
factors. 

G. Inventory 

Inventories for supplies are unmaterial and are recorded as expenditures / expenses when purchased. 

H. Prepaid Items 

HAEIDD recognizes expenditures for msurance and shnilar services extendmg over more than one 
accounting period when paid. HAEIDD did not record any prepaid items at June 30,2010.

I. Capital Assets 

HAEIDD did not record any capital assets at June 30,2010. 

J. Fund Equitv 

In the fund financial statements, govemmental fiinds report reservations of fimd balances for amounts that 
are not available for appropriation or are legally restricted by outside parties for use for a specific 
purpose. Any designations of fimd balance represent tentative management plans that are subject to 
change. 

K. Estimates 

The.preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted m the 
United States of America requires management to make estimates and assumptions that affect the 
reported amounts of assets and Uabilities and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities at the date of 
the financial statements and the reported amounts of revenues, expenditures, and expenses during the 
reporting period. Actual results could differ from those estimates. 

2. Cash, Cash Equivalents, and Certificate of Deposit 

As confirmed by fiscal agents, HAEIDD has cash and cash equivalents totalmg $1,569,983 with a carrying 
amount of $1,569,026, and a certificate of deposit totalmg $50,999 as of June 30,2010. 

These deposits are stated at cost, which approximates market. Under state law, these deposits (or the resuhing 
bank balances) must be secured by federal deposit insurance or the pledge of securities owned by the fiscal 
agent bank. The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal deposit msurance must at all times 
equal the amount on deposit with the bank. These pledged securities are held m the name of the pledging 
fiscal agent bank in a holdmg or custodial bank that is mutually acceptable to both parties. 

The following is a summary of cash (bank balances) and the certificate of deposit at June 30, 2010, with the 
related federal deposit msurance and pledge securities:

Even tiiough the pledged securities are not held m tiie entity's name, Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1229 
imposes a statutory requu-ement on the custodial bank to advertise and sell the pledged securities withm ten 
days of bemg notified by HAEIDD tiiat the fiscal agent has failed to pay deposited fiinds upon demand. 
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Notes to the Fmancial Statements (Continued) 
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Deposits collateralized by pledged securities are considered to be exposed to credit risk (Category 3) under 
the provisions of GASB Statement 40. Custodial credit risk is the risk that m the event of a bank failure, 
HAEIDD's deposits may not be retumed to it. HAEIDD does not have a deposit policy for custodial risk. 

As of December 31,2009, tiie (Uscretely presented component unit's cash balance was $-0-.

On January 21, 2010, the principal balance of $762,000 was completely paid off by HAEIDD usmg existing 
cash on hand. 

4. Compliance with Revenue Bond Covenants 

HAEIDD, through its govemmg authority, adopted a resolution on February 8,2007 authorizmg the issuance 
of $890,000 Revenue Bonds, Series 2007 for refunding the $537,000 Revenue Bonds, Series 2006 and for 
fmancing additional unprovements to tiie Business Park. The major covenants contained in flie resolution and 
the'maimer m which HAEIDD has complied with these covenants is described as follows: 

Budget and Audit Requu-ements - In the resolution, HAEIDD is requu-ed to adopt a budget at the 
beginning of each fiscal year as well as to have its fmancial records audited within five months after the 
close of each fiscal year. 

As of June 30,2010, HAEIDD was m compliance with this bond covenant. 

Other Requh-ements - The resolution contains additional covenants regardmg other miscellaneous 
provisions. 

As of June 30, 2010, HAEIDD was m compliance with these other bond covenants in all material 
respects. 
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On January 21, 2010, the outstandmg principal balance on the bonds was completely paid off by HAEIDD 
using existing cash on hand. 

5. Per Diem Paid Board Members 

For the year ended June 30, 2010, no per diem or other compensation was paid to the Board members of 
HAEIDD. 

6. Conduit Debt Obligation 

In order to finance and mduce the acquisition, constmction and equipping of a general hospital in the City of 
Hammond, m Tangipahoa Parish, Louisiana (the "Hospital Projecf), HAEIDD issued $15,000,000 Taxable 
Revenue Bonds (Louisiana Hospital Center, L.L.C. Project) Series 2006. The Hospital Project is leased by 
HAEIDD to Louisiana Hospital Center, L.L.C. ("LHC'5, pursuant to a Lease Agreement between HAEIDD 
and LHC dated as of February 1, 2006 (the "Lease"). Said bonds are lunited obligations of HAEIDD and are 
payable from only the funds and receipts derived from the leasing of the Hospital Project by HAEIDD to 
LHC pursuant to the Lease and are additionally secured by a mortgage on the Hospital Project pursuant to an 
Indenture of Mortgage and Pledge dated as of Febmary 1,2006, made by HAEIDD m favor of the trustee of 
said indenture (the "Indenture"). The bonds do not now and shall never constitute an mdebtedness or pledge 
of the general credit of HAEIDD, the City of Hammond, the Parish of Tangipahoa, the State of Louisiana, or 
any political subdivision of said State, withm the meaning of any constitutional or statutory limitation of 
indebtedness and accordingly have not been reported m the accompanymg financial statements. 

In addition to the payments made by LHC, as the lessee, dkectly to the tmstee for the payment of the bonds, 
the lessee has agreed to pay du-ectly to HAEIDD on Febmary 1 of each year, the sum of $145,000 as an 
administrative fee. 

As of October, 2007, and continumg through June 30, 2010, LHC has defaulted in its obligations to make 
payments of principal, mterest, and other amoimts owed to the bondholder under the bonds. In addition, as of 
Febmary 1, 2008, and continumg through June 30, 2010, LHC has defaulted on its obligation to make the 
administrative fee payment owed to HAEIDD. 

These legal issues surrounding LHC were resolved during the year by vntue of a sale of the hospital project 
property pursuant to baiikmptcy court order. As a result of the sale, HAEIDD received $1,160,000 of the 
sales proceeds in payment of unpaid and fiiture admmistrative fees due to it from LHC under the Lease 
Agreement between HAEIDD and LHC. 

Due to the foreclosure and bankruptcy proceeding discussed above, the conduit debt obligation has been 
satisfied according to legal counsel. 

7. Related Party Transactions 

On Febmary I, 2003, HAEIDD entered into a Cooperative Endeavor Agreement with tiie Industrial 
Development Board of the City of Hammond, Inc. (HIDB). HIDB is a non-profit organization registered with 
the Intemal Revenue Service created for the purpose of promoting and encouraging the development of 
economic and industrial opportunities, stimulating tiie economy through renewed commerce and mdustry, and 
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utilizing and developing natural and human resources to provide job opportunities. HAEIDD and HIDB 
agreed to collaborate efforts to further the economic interest of the Hammond community. In tills agreement, 
HAEIDD agreed to reunburse HIDB for expenses HIDB mcurs on behalf of HAEIDD. Likewise, HIDB 
agreed to reunburse HAEIDD for expenses HAEIDD mcurs on behalf of HIDB. 

During the year ended June 3 0,2006, a resolution by both HAEIDD and HIDB was passed that had the effect 
of treatmg all expenses paid by HIDB on behalf of HAEIDD as grants rather than payables. Durmg the 
current fiscal year, HAEIDD transferred $35,000 in cash to HIDB. This transaction was considered to be 
approved under the resolution passed during the June 30,2006 fiscal year. 

8. Investment in Hammond Business Park, LLP (Component Unit) 

On November 29, 2004, HAEIDD and Hipark, LLC (a private investor) entered into a partnership agreement 
to create the Hammond Business Park, LLP for tiie purpose of acquu-mg and jomtiy developmg a track of 
land in Tangipahoa Parish into a busmess park pursuant to LRS 33:130.613. The partnership agreement 
provides for the marketing and sale of the subdivided parcels (once developed) to busmesses and mdividuals 
who meet certain economic development criteria. 

Per the terms of the agreement, Hipark, LLC confributed $2.2 million to purchase the land that is being 
developed. HAEIDD contributed their option to purchase this tract of land and also contributed the value of 
all site development site work including such items as constmction of a roadway to access the land, wetiand 
surveys and analysis, engineering, and the purchase of a right of way adjoinmg the tract of land. 

Also per the terms of the agreement, HAEIDD shall contribute its option and the value of the site 
development work in exchange for a 50.1% ownerehip interest m the partnership and Hipark, LLC has 
contributed the purchase of the land for a 49.9% ownership interest in the partnership. Profits and losses of 
the partnership are to be split accordmg to these same percentages. 

On December 30, 2009, HAEIDD sold its 50.1% majority interest in the Business Park to Hipark, LLP for 
$3,350,000. As a result of this transaction, the Busmess Park ceased to exist under IRS rales, as Hipark, LLP 
owned 100% of the Busuiess Park following the sale. 

HAEIDD sold its majority interest in the Business Park at a loss. However, HAEIDD considers the primary 
purposes for which it entered mto the partnership to have been satisfied. These purposes included preparing 
an undeveloped parcel of land for market as well as developing the infrastmcture improvements needed for 
marketing the land. HAEIDD determined that it should sell its mterest in the partnership to its partner, as 
Hipark, LLP was m a much better position to fiilly capitalize the project going forward.

We have audited the financial statements of die governmental activities, the aggregate discretely presented component 
unit, and the major fimd (General Fund) of the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development District, as of 
for the year ended June 30, 2010, which collectively comprise the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial 
Development District's basic fmancial statements and have issued our report thereon dated October 4, 2010. We 
conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of America and the 
standards applicable to financial audits contained m Govemment Auditing Standards, issued by the Comptroller 
General of the United States. 

Intemal Control over Financial Reporting 

In planning and performing our audit, we considered the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development 
District's intemal control over financial reporting as a basis for designmg our auditing procedures for the purpose of 
expressuig our opinions on the fmancial statements, but not for the purpose of expressmg an opinion on the 
effectiveness of the Hanunond Area Economic and Industrial Development District's intemal control over fmancial 
reporting. Accordingly, we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness of the Hammond Area Economic and 
Industrial Development District's internal control over financial reporting. 

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or 
employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct 
misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or combmation of deficiencies, in mtemal 
control such that tiiere is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement of the entity's fmancial statements will 
not be prevented, or detected and cortected on a tunely basis. 

Our consideration of intemal control over fmancial reportmg was for the lunited purpose described m the first 
paragraph of this section and was not designed to identi^ all deficiencies in mtemal control over fmancial reporting 
that might be deficiencies, significant deficiencies, or material weaknesses. We did not identify any deficiencies m 
internal control over fmancial reporting that we consider to be material weaknesses, as defmed above. 
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Compliance and Other Matters 

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the Hammond Area Economic and Industrial Development 
District's financial statements are firee of material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain 
provisions of laws, regulations, contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a duect and 
material effect on the determination of fmancial statement amounts. However, providmg an opinion on compliance 
with those provisions was not an objective of our audit and, accordmgly, we do not express such an opinion. The 
results of our tests disclosed no mstances of noncompliance that are required to be reported under Government 
Auditing Standards.
