This portionol'iho Hospital Service District's annual financial reporting presents backgiound information 
and management's review ofthe District's financial performance during the fiscal year ending October 
31, 2009 This Section should be interpreted wiihiii the context of financial statements as displayed in 
this report.

• The financial statcmcnis reveal unci loss of$79.9S.'>. If depreciation expense is not included, then 
a profit of $136,028 would have occurred. 
In April 2009, the District hired a new CÎ O wiio immediately began to address the rising ct)sl of 
payroll and the decline ofthe District's patient census, Several ofthe improvements that were 
effectuated in May 2009 are as follows. 
a. The District's average monthly payroll cost was reduced by .$60,000 per tnonih. and the cost 

of payroll for the fiscal year was leduced by $303,000. 'I'he prujccted payrt)ll savings for the 
next fiscal yeai aie over $500,000. 

b. The District entered into a contract with a company that provides emergency room doctors lo 
be present at flic hospital 24/7. J:ven (hough the cost lo provide (his service vvJIJ remain 
appro,\imately the same as fhe previous contract, this gronj) of doctois has increased the in­
patient adnnssions/census for the District, 'fhis increased utilization wilt increase the District's 
res'cnue because of additional services provided to the patients, 

c. 'Ihe District retained a hospital consulting firm to address several operational issues ofthe 
Dtsfrici, Aficr extensive ,iri;dysjs, the consulting group revealed tiial the j)isiricl was not 
utilizing the "swmg-bed" classification of patients properly. Hy properly admitting patients to 

' the District that meet ihecrilcria foi a swing-bed patient, the District can earn a higher perdiem 
reimbursement from Medicare, The swing-bed mt)nthly census increased from an average of 
19 patient days to 105 patient days. Accordingly, the Districl's cash flow position improved 
dr;)i7i<i(ically, which aJlowed for more timely payments to the District's vendors. As a lesult, 
the accounts payable aging balances wcie reduced by $445,000. 

Because ofthe lack of patient utilization, the District closed its rural health clinic which was 
located in the southern portion ofthe parish. The savings from payroll cost and daily operations 
will save ihe District over $1 50,000, 

• During the summer of 2005, the voters of Si. ilelena Parish approved an addilit)nal 10 niill 
property tax lo fund the needs ofthe nursing home. The nuising home tax and hospital tax 
combined to generate $812,552 in revenue, 

• The District recognized $ 1,41 1,900 in revenues fVom the .slate's Uncompensated Care Costs (UCC) 
reimbursement program. This compares lo $1,499,000 in 2008. 

• The District garnered two grants totaling over $174,000 that were u.sed to purchase two vans to 
transport patients for medical care, and to purchase a new generator system that has the capacity 
to power both the hospital and Ihe nursing home. 

• Bvery Pcbruao', ihc Disiiict is requited lo leiirc ils current year line ofcredil balance before it can 
reapply w'wh the stale bond conunission for the renewal of a nesv liorrowing limit. In February 
2009, the f)islricl was not able to retire its current year line of credit balance of $1,900,000. After 
a thorough analysis ofthe District's futui e cash flow potential, the Disinct petitioned (he state bond 
comnfission to convert the delinquent line ofcredil into a seven year long-term debt by dedicating 
lutvtietax revenues for the years 2010 through 2017 lo pay down on ihe principal and bVo interest.

A seventy-four percent (74%) increase in hospital billable days has occurred from fYL 2007 (o 2009, 
The OistricPs statistical measuie of days in accounts receivable is 58 days which is below the industry 
cxpcclation of 65 days outstanding. The District does make aggressive attempts to procure payment from 
the self-pay patients, but those receivables nuisistay on the books for a statutory amount of time so as to 
pro[)crly make a claim for uncompensated eare reinibursemcnt.

The 2010 budget was approved by the Board of Commissioners during ils regular meeting of October 
2009- llighlightsand expectations regarding2010 are as follows: 

• Concerning revenue and patient utilization, the hospital is expecting to continue increasing its 
•'swing-bed'' ulilizalion, 'fhe budget has an average o\' 1 !6 days per month al $1,800 per diem 
reimbursement This is expected lo provide an additional 3^800,000 in revenue as compared to 
prior years when the hospital averaged only 19 swing-bed days per month. The oilier departments 
oftfic hospital are budgeted for modest uiili?alion increases. Because of more ER admits, the 
hospital is budgeted to increase inpatient revenue by $70,000, Because ofthe large amount of self-
pay bad debt, the Uncompensated Care reimbursement from the State of Louisiana is expected to 
be $1,217,000. and property taxes are budgeted foi $840,000. 

• Concerning expenses, the hospila! is coniinuiugio benefit from lowering the number of employees 
on payroll. By a combination of attrition, shilling schedules, monitoring overtime and reducing 
positions, Ihe hospital is budgeted lo save over $500,000 in payrtjil costs even though the hospital 
should increase its in-patient census. Other areas of cost containment should be legal. The 
hospital is budgeted fo save Si 00,000 as compared to 2009 because Ihe hospitaPs consulling firm 
and legal team are not contracted to perform iiny major projects, 'I'herc will be an increase in 
interest cost because Ihe hospital is now paying its monthly note of."£8,1 13 for the remodeling of 
the hospilal and will pay $174,000 interest on the , '̂2.080,000 line ofcredil conversion note,

A. Legiil Organisation 

On December 29, 1962, the St. Helena Parish Police Jury passed a rcsolirtion creating the St. Helena 
Parish Hospital Service District No. I and Sub.sidinry (hereinafter sometimes called the "District") under 
the authority of Article 6, Section 19, ofthe 1974 Louisiana Constitution and Chapter 10 of Title 46 of 
the l.ouisiannRcvisedStaluiesof 1950. as amended, 'fhe District is composed of ail the territory situated 
wiibiri the Parish of St. I ietena, Louisiarra. 

riic governing airthority of (he L îstrict consists of a board of six (6) comniissionci'S, all of whom are 
qualified elecioi"S of (he Parish of St, Helena, Louisiana, The Commissioners serve without pay. perdiem, 
01 reimbursement of expense, except actual cash out-of-pocket expenses incurred in ihc perfbrnuincc of 
iheir duOcs. 

B. Nature of Business 

The public purpose ofthe District is (o .secure, provide for, WK\ profcci lire public health and welfarx- l)y 
the treatment of human ailmenls throirgh the acquisition and construction of projects as authorised hy 
Chapter 10 of Title 46 of the 1974 Louisiana Constiiulion, and Ihe fuinncing and refinancing of 
indebtedness to act) 11 ire. construcl, renovate, improve hospitals, clinics, laboratoriesand any other facility, 
building or struclure which may be of use and beneill in the leaching, training or practice of medical 
science tind treatment t)f human ailments, or for such other facilities as the District will find useful in the 
Study of, or research in, or treatment of illness or indrmities, ail as is more fully set out in said Chapter 
10ofTifle46of the 1974 Louisiana Constilubon. The District also operates a 72 bed nursing home arrd 
a 24 unit apartment complex for the elderly and handicapped. 

During 2004, the Dislricl created the St. Helena Medical Foundalion. Inc. as a legal entity lo which 
charitable donations to the District arc made on a tax deductible basis, 

C. PriiKJples of Cpnsolidaiion 

The financial statements arc consolidated as of and for the years ended October 3 1. 2009 and 2008. 'fhcse 
consolidated financial statcmcnis include the St. Helena Parish Hospital Service District No, I aiut its 
Subsidiary, the St, Helena Medical Foundalion, Inc, All intercompany accotrnts and transactions have 
been eliminated in consolidation. Operations in these consolidated financial statements arc predominamly 
from St. Helena Parish Hospital Service District No. I, 

D. Basis of Presentation 

The accounting policies ofthe District conform to accounting principles generally accepted in fhc United 
States of America as applicable lo governments. The basic financial statements are reported using the 
economic re.sorrrces mcasirrcmcnt focus and the accrual basis of accounting.

Revenues are recorded when earned and expenses are recorded at 
the lime liabilities arc incurred, regardless of when the related cash fiows take place. Nonexchange 
transactions, irr which the Dislricl gives (or receives) value without directly receis'ing (or giving) equal 
value in exchange, include piopcny taxes, grants, entiilements, and donations. On an accrual basis, 
revenue from propcny taxes is recognized in the fiscal year for which the taxes are levied. Revenue from 
grants, cniiilcmcnis. and doiiations is lecognizcd in the llscn! year in v.4iich all eligibility rcq\hrcr"nems 
have been satisfied. 

G, Use orLsiirnalcs 

'fhe preparation of financial statements in confDrmiiy with generally accepted accounting principles 
requires management lo make estimates and assumptions that affect fhe reponed amounts of assets and 
liabiliiics and disclosure orcontingenl assets and liabilities at the date of ihe financial statements and Ihe 
reponed amounts of revenue and expenses during the reponing period. A dual rcsirlis could differ from 
ihose estimates. 

14. Cash and Cash Fquivalents 

For purposes ofthe Consolidated Siatements of Cash Flows, the Dislricl considers all highly liquid 
invcsimenis purchased wiih an initial maturity of three moritlis or less lo be cash equivalents. 

I. Patient Accounts Receivable 

Accounts receivable from patients, insurance companies nod third-pariy reimbursement conlracUral 
agencies are recorded al established charge rales. Certain third-party insured accounts (Medicare and 
Medicaid) are based on cost reimbursemenl agreements which generally result in the Disinct collecting 
more or less than the established charge rates with the difference recorded as "conuaclual adjustments." 
Final determination of setllenient is subject lo review by appropriate authorities. 

The District provides an allowance for doubt fir! accounts equal to Ihcestimalcd collection losses that will 
l->e incurred in collection of all receivables. Management estimates the losses based on historical 
collection experience coupled with a I'cview ofthe cirrreni status of existing receivables. 

J. Charilv Care 

'fhe District provides care, without charge or at amounts less than its established rates, to pafients svho 
meet certain criteria under its charity care policy. Because the District docs not pursue collection of 
amounts determined lo qualify as charily care, they are not reponed as revenue.

Net patient service revenue is reported at the estimated net realizable amounts from patients, third-party 
payors, and others for services rendered and includes cstimaled retroactive revenue adjustmenls due lo 
future audits, reviews, and investigations. Relroactivc adjustments are considered in the recognition of 
revenue on an estimated basis in the period (he related services are rendered, and such amounts are 
adjusted in fiitur'c periods as adjustmenls become known or as yeais are no longer subject to such audits, 
reviews, and irivestigations. 

1 .aws and regulations governing (he Medicare and Medicaid programs are cxtierncly complex and subject 
to itilerprctaiion. As a result, there is al least a reasonable possibibiy that recordc<t estimates will change 
by a maierial amount in the near term.

The District is n member of a separate trust fund established by Ihe 1-ouisiana Hospiiai Association Ouu 
cncompa.ssc.s self insurance of statiriory workers'' compeusafion. 'fhe Dis(rict conlimrcs lo carry 
commercial insurance for portions of nil oiher risks o\' loss, Tlic managemcnl of the ivvisi fund for 
slaluioi'v workers' conqieiisation has complete control over the rale selling process 

The District is self-insured for employee medical benefits The Di.stricl has purchased conmicicial 
iusmance for claims in excess of stop loss limits. The uninsured annual risk retention per covered 
employee is $40,000 with an aggregate stop loss for the plan yearof.S 1,000,000. Amounts payable to the 
plan arc based on estimates of"lhc amounis necessary to pay prior and current-year claims. A liability for 
claims is established if information indicates thai it is probable that a liability has been incurred at Ihc dale 
ofthe financial statements and the amount is reasonably cstinuiblc, 'fhc amount oflhat liabilily at October 
31. 2009 and 2008 is $39,914 and $162,554, respectively. 

41ic District has medical malpr-actice insurance up to $100,000 ihr-ough the Louisiana Hospital 
Associaiion 'fiusl Fund and an addilional $400,000 through the Paiicnls Compensation Fund, linder 
current Loui.siana Law. its liability is limited lo the sialutory maximum of $500,000. 

U. Rccla.ssificalions

Inpatient and outpatient services rendered to Medicaid prt)gram beneficiaries are iciinbuiscd under a cost 
reimbursemenl methodology. Inpatienl costs are reimbursed at the prospectively detcnnincd peer group 
per diem, and oulpaOent costs are r-cimbursed at cost per (he cost report, less 17%, The District is 
reimbursed at a tentative rate with final setilemcnt determined afier submission of amnial cost reports by 
the Dislricl and audits thereof by the Medicaid fiscal iulennediary. The DisU'icl's Medicaid cosi rcporK 
have been audited by the Medicaid fiscal intermediary througli October 3 I, 2004. 

The District has also entered into payment agrcerncnis with certain commercial insurance carriers, health 
maintenance organiz^iiions. and preferred provider organizaiions. The basis for paymcnls to the Hospilal 
under iheseagreemenls includes prospcctis'cly determined rates per discharge, discounts from established 
chai'ges, and prospectively dclcrmined daily rates.
