present fairly the financial position of the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana, as of D ecem ber 31, 

2002, and the results of its operations and cash flow s of its propriety fund types for the year then 
ended in conform ity w ith generally accepted accounting principles. 

In accordance w ith Governm ent Auditing, Standards, w e have also issued a report dated M ay 21, 

2003 on our consideration of the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana's internal control over financial 
reporting and our tests of its com pliance w ith certain provisions of law s, regulations, contracts 

and grants. That report is an integr al part of an audit perform ed in accordance w ith Governm ent 

Auditing Standards and should be read in conjunction with this report in considering the results 
of our audit. 

O ur audit w as m ade for the purp ose of form ing an opinion on the prim ary  governm ent financial 
statem ents taken as a w hole and on the com bining, individual fund, and account group financial 

statem ents. The accom panying schedule of expenditures of federal aw ards and the financial

Section F  

The City of Thibodaux, Louisiana (The City) was incorporated under Special Charter effective 
D ecem ber 9, 1974. The City operates under a M ayor-Council form  of governm ent and provides 

the follow ing services as authorized by its charter: public safety, public w orks, recreation, 
culture, public w elfare, utilities, an d general adm inistrative services. 

The finan cial statem ents of the City of Thibodaux, Louisian a have been prepared in conform ity 

w ith generally accepted accounting principles as applied to governm ental units. The 

Governm ental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard - setting body for 
establishing governm ental accounting an d financial reporting principles. The m ore significant 
policies applied are sum m arized as follow s: 

N ote 1 S UM M AR Y OF  SIGN IFICA N T A C CO UN TIN G  POLICIES 

Reporting Entity 

A s the governing authority of the m unicipality, the City of Thibodaux is the 

financial reporting entity for the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana. The financial 

reporting entity consists of (a) the primary governm ent (the City of Thibodaux), 
(b) organizations for which the City of Thibodaux is finan cially accountable, and 
(c) other organizations for which nature and sign ifican ce of their relationship with 
the City are such that exclusion w ould cause the reporting entity's financial 

statem ents to be m isleading or incom plete. G overnm ental A ccounting Stan dards 
Board Statem ent N o. 14 established criteria for determ ining w hich com ponent 

un its should be considered part of the City of Thibodaux for finan cial reporting 

purp oses. 

The basic criterion for including a potential com ponent un it w ithin the reporting 
entity is financial accountability. The G A SB has set forth criteria to be considered 

in determ ining finan cial accountability. These criteria include: 

~ Appointing a voting majority of an  organization's governing body, and 
a. The ability of the City of Thibodaux to im pose its w ill on that 

organ ization and/or 
b. The potential for the organization to provide specific financial benefits 

to, or im poses specific finan cial bur dens on the City of Thibodaux.

~ Organizations, for w hich the City of Thibodaux does not appoint a voting 

majority, but are fiscally dependent on the City of Thibodaux. 
~ O rganizations for w hich the reporting entity finan cial statem ents w ould be 

m isleading if data of the organization is not included because of the nature or 

significan ce of the relationship. 

The general-purpose financial statem ents do not include the City Court of 
Thibodaux, Louisiana, w hich is considered to be a com ponent unit. City Court of 

Thibodaux, Louisian a is fiscally dependent on the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana 
for office space and courtroom s. The City Court Judge and City M arshal are 
independently elected officials, w hose office operations ar e both accounted for in 
the City Court of Thibodaux, Louisiana's financial statem ents. The substance of 

the relationship betw een City Court of Thibodaux, Louisian a and the City of 
Thibodaux, Louisiana is that the City of Thibodaux, Louisian a has approval 
authority over its capital budget. 

The G A SB provides for the issuance of prim ary governm ent finan cial statem ents, 

w hich are separate from  those of the reporting entity. H ow ever, a prim ary 

governm ent's finan cial statem ents are not a substitute for the reporting entity's 
financial statem ents. The Council has chosen to issue finan cial statem ents of the 
prim ary governm ent only. A s such, the accom pan ying financial statem ents are 

not intended to an d do not report in accordan ce w ith generally accepted 
accounting principles. A udit reports for com ponent units can  be obtained from  

the adm inistrative offices of each com ponent unit an d from  the Clerk of the City 

Council. 

Fun d and A ccount Group Structure 

Fund A ccounting: 

The City of Thibodaux, Louisiana uses funds and account groups to report on its 
finan cial position an d the results of its operations. Fund accounting is design ed to 

dem onstrate legal com plian ce an d to aid finan cial m an agem ent by segr egating 

tran sactions related to certain governm ent functions or activities.

Fund and Account Group Structure (continued) 

A fund is a separate accounting entity w ith a self-balancing set of accounts
. A n 

account group, on the other hand, is a financial reporting device designed to 
provide accountability for certain assets and liabilities that are not recorded in the 
funds because they do not directly affect net expendable available financial 

resources. 

Fun ds are classified into three categories: governm ental

G overnm ental funds are used to account for all or m ost of a governm ent's general 

activities, including the collection an d disbursement of earmarked monies (special 
revenue funds), the acquisition or construction of general fixed assets (capital 
projects funds), and the servicing of general long-term debt (debt service funds). 
The general fund is used to accoun t for all activities of the general governm ent not 

accounted for in som e other fun d. 

Proprietary  funds are used to account for activities sim ilar to those foun d in the 
private sector, w here the determ ination of net incom e is necessary or usefu l to 

soun d financial adm inistration. G oods or serv ices from  such activities can be 

provided either to outside parties (enterprise fun ds) or to other departments or 
agencies primarily within the government (internal service fun ds). 

Fiduciary  fun ds are used to account for assets held on behalf of outside parties
, 

including other governm ents, or on behalf of other funds w ithin the governm ent
. 

A gency fun ds generally ar e used to accoun t for assets that the governm ent holds 

on behalf of others as their agent. 

A ccount G roup C ategories: 

A ccount Group Categories are used to establish accounting control and 

accountability for the City's general fixed assets an d general long-term  debt
, other 

than those accounted for in the proprietary funds. The tw o accoun t gr oups are not 
"funds". They ar e concerned only w ith the m easurem ent of finan cial position

Operating statements of these funds present increases (i.e., revenues an d other 
financing sources) an d decreases (i.e., expenditures an d other finan cing uses) in 
net current assets. 

A ll proprietary  funds are accounted for on a flow  of econom ic resources 
m easurem ent focus. W ith this m easurem ent focus, all assets an d all liabilities 
associated w ith the operation of these funds are included on the balan ce sheet. 

Fund equity (i.e., net total assets) is segregated into contributed capital and 
retained earnings com ponents. Proprietary fund-type operating statem ents present 

increases (i.e., revenues) and decreases (i.e., expenses) in net total assets. 

A ll governm ental fund typ es and agency fun ds use the m odified accru al basis of 
accounting. U nder the m odified accru al basis of accounting, revenues are 

recognized when susceptible to accru al (i.e., when they become both measurable 
and available). "M easurable" mean s the am ount of the transaction can be 
determ ined and "available" m ean s collectible w ithin the current period or soon 

enough thereafter to be used to pay liabilities of the current period.

The City of Thibodaux has elected the option of its enterprise funds to close out 
depreciation expense on its contributed assets to "contributed capital" rather than

reported. The am ount of depreciation on contributed assets is then "added back" 
effectively decreasing contributed capital other than  retained earnings.

The City utilizes a m echanized system  to process vendors' invoices for paym ent 
for all of the City funds. A ll invoices processed by this system  are paid from  a 
special cash account in the G eneral Fund.

k. Com pensated A bsences 

Em ployees of the City m ay accum ulate and vest up to a m axim um  of 45 days of 
vacation tim e. Em ployees are not lim ited in the accum ulation of sick leave. 
H ow ever, as of A ugust 1, 1996, only the sick leave of em ployees eligible for 

retirem ent shall vest. The calculation of accrued sick leave that is payable is based 
on the num ber of service years for that em ployee. The am ount of sick leave that 
an em ployee is eligible for is their accum ulated sick leave balance tim es a 

percentage based on the num ber of years of service up to a predeterm ined cap that 
is also based on the num ber of year s of serv ice. 

The current portion of accru ed vacation an d sick leave earned has been recorded 
in the governm ental type funds as a current year expenditure and liability. This 

am ount ($139,531 in the General Fund an d $5,573 in the Special Revenue Fun ds) 
represents the dollar value of accru ed tim e during the year  that w ould norm ally be 
liquidated w ith expendable available finan cial resources of the City. The long- 
term  portion of this obligation has been recorded in the G eneral Long-Term  D ebt 

Account Group. This am oun t ($130,524) represents the City's commitment to 
fund such costs from  future operations.

n. Bond D iscoun ts/Issuance Costs 

In  governm ental fund types, bond discounts an d issuan ce costs ar e recogn ized in 
the current period. Bond discoun ts an d issuan ce costs for proprietary fund typ es 

are deferred an d am ortized over the term  of the bonds using the bonds-outstanding 
m ethod, w hich approxim ates the effective interest m ethod. Bond discounts are 
presented as a reduction of the face am oun t of bonds payable. 

o. Interfund Tran sactions 

Quasi-extern al tran sactions are accounted for as revenues, expenditur es or 
expenses.

O n A ugust 16, 1976, the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana, gran ted to Louisiana 

Pow er &  Light Com pan y a fran chise to supply all electric pow er an d energy 

throughout the City of Thibodaux, Louisian a, to the year 2002. The citizens of the 
City of Thibodaux, Louisiana, in an  election on A ugust 14, 1976 approved the 
Operating A greem ent and the fran chise. The Council also authorized, by 
ordinance, on August 31, 1976 for the M ayor to continue the operating agreem ent 

for up to 60 years. The City is to receive an annual fran chise fee of not less than 

$140,000 according to the agr eem ent. The City of Thibodaux, Louisian a, earned 
$226,068 of franchise fee revenue of which $52,646 was receivable for the year 
ended D ecem ber 31, 2002.

O n A pril 4, 1989, the City of Thibodaux, Louisian a granted to Lafourche 

Com m unications a fran chise to supply cable service to the citizens of the City of 

Thibodaux w ithin the city lim its for 15 year s w ith an option to the City to renew  
for an  additional 15 years. On January 20, 1998 the Council adopted a resolution 
tran sferring the franchise agr eem ent to Renaissance M edia LLC, the com pany that 

bought out Lafourche Communications. The City is to receive a sum of five (5%) 
of revenues received from  subscribers in the City as fran chise fee for television 

service, not including installation revenues. The City earned $145,538 of Cable 
TV fran chise fee revenue of which $73,586 was receivable for the year ended 
D ecem ber 31, 2002.

O n A ugust 21, 1998, the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana gr an ted to B ellSouth 

Telecom m unications, Inc. a franchise to use and occupy the streets, alleys, public 

w ays an d thoroughfares of the City of Thibodaux for the purpose of constructing, 
m aintaining an d operating its poles, w ires, conduits, cables, anchors

, tow ers, 

tran sm ission lines, m anholes, piers, abutm ents, an d other stru ctures and facilities 
used in or incidental to the provisions of telephone or telegr aph services to the 

public In consideration the Compan y agrees to pay five percent (5%) of the gross 
receipts from  local exchange telephone service provided w ithin the corporate 

limits. The agreement shall be in effect for an initial term of five (5) years, 
beginning October 1, 1998 and ending on Septem ber 21, 2003. The City earn ed 

$119,463 of telephone franchise fee revenue for the year ended Decem ber 31, 
2002.

PR OPERTY  TA X ES 

The City's property tax is levied on the assessed value listed as of the prior 
Jan uary 1, for property located in the City. A ssessed values are established by the 
Lafourche Parish A ssessor's O ffi ce at fifteen percent of actual value for 

com m ercial property an d ten percent of actual value of all other assessable 

property. A  reevaluation of all property is required to be com pleted no less than 
every four years. The last reevaluation w as com pleted as of January 1, 2000. The 

assessed value as of Jan uary 1, 2001, upon w hich the 2002 levy w as based, w as 

$59,855,210. 

The City is perm itted by law s of the State of Louisiana to levy up to 7 m ills of 
assessed valuation for general governm ent services other than the paym ent of 
principal and interest on long-term  debt an d in unlim ited am ounts for the paym ent 

of principal and interest on long-term  debt. The com bined tax rate to finance 

general govem m ental services other than the paym ent of principal and interest on 

long-term  debt for the year  ended D ecem ber 31, 2002, w as 10.3 m ills - 5.49 m ills 

for general governm ent services, 2.81 m ills for special im provem ent streets, and 
2.00 m ills for special im provem ent fire departm ent. 

Taxes are due on the date they ar e levied. The ad valorem  taxes for the current 

year  w ere levied on D ecem ber 6, 2002. The taxes becom e delinquent on January 

1 of the follow ing year. The lien date for taxes assessed is June 1 of the follow ing 
year. Tax collections as of D ecem ber 31, 2002 on the 2002 tax levy w ere 69 

percent. 

A SSESSM EN TS 

On October 6, 1998 the City Council adopted an  ordinance providing for the levy  
of a special assessm ent on certain lots of real estate to cover a portion of the cost 

of the construction of street paving im provem ents. The total assessm ent w as for 

$74,730. The assessm ent, if not paid in 30 days, could pay the respective am ounts 

due in ten (10) equal annual installments annually at 6% per annum interest. At 
D ecem ber 31, 2002 certain lan downers ow ed the City $10,227 balance on the 
assessm ent levied.

The City of Thibodaux is exposed to various risks of losses related to theft of, 

damage to, and destruction of assets: errors and omissions; injuries to employees; 
providing health, dental, and other m edical benefits to em ployees; and natural 
disasters. The City m an ages these risks in various w ays as follow s: 

C om m ercial Insurance - The City has purchased com m ercial liability insurance 

to cover risks of loss related to torts or negligence by em ployees an d council 

m em bers. Com m ercial insurance has also been obtained to cover risk of dam ages 

to or theft of com puter equipm ent, boilers and other m achinery, em ployee's health 

insurance, and w orkers' com pensation liability. Claim s have not exceeded 
insurance coverage in any of the past three years. 

Partially Self-Insured Program  - D uring 1996, the City of Thibodaux, Louisiana 

initiated a self-insured retention program  w ithin the Loss Fund - Internal Service 
Fund in order to deal w ith potential liability of loss. A  transfer from  the general 

fund funded the internal service fund originally and subsequent tran sfers ar e m ade 
as necessary . Claim s in excess of the self-insured retention am ounts are recovered 
through third-party lim ited-coverage insuran ce policies. The City is self-insured 

w ith excess coverage in these ar eas: 

~ Auto liability, general liability, and police liability with a $1,000,000 per 

occurrence ($3,000,000 policy combined aggregate)

The City of Thibodaux, Louisiana, participates in a num ber of federally assisted 

program s. These progr am s are audited in accordan ce w ith the Single A udit A ct of 

1984. Based on prior experience, the City's m anagem ent believes that further 
exam ination, w hich gr antor agencies m ay provide, w ould not result in any 

m aterial disallow ed costs. 

In the opinion of the City's attom ey, the resolution of all other claim s is 

im m aterial to the City of Thibodaux, Louisian a's financial position. 

The City of Thibodaux, Louisiana is a defendan t in a law suit filed by five w om en 
and the fam ily of a deceased w om an  seeking dam ages at the hands of a form er 

Thibodaux police officer. The judgment was rendered against the City of 
Thibodaux, in favor of all plaintiffs, in the cum ulative am ount of $9.5 m illion. 

Thereafter, on post-trial motions filed by plaintiffs, the presiding judge added on 
attorneys' fees in the amount of one-third of the judgment, or approximately $3 
million. Legal interest an d costs bring the total value of the judgment against the 
City of Thibodaux to approxim ately $13.5 m illion. An appeal has been perfected 
to the Louisian a First Circuit Court of A ppeals in B aton R ouge and is aw aiting a 

judgm ent. The judgm ent is not considered final until such time as all appeals have 
been exhausted. 

The City of Thibodaux carried insuran ce applicable to this casualty determ ined 

previously to provide $3 m illion in liability lim its. The ultim ate resolution of this 
m atter cannot presently be determ ined. A ccordingly, no provision for any loss 
that m ay result upon resolution of this m atter has been m ade in the general- 

purpose financial statem ents.

Em ployees of the City have the option of participating in a deferred com pensation

Plan D escription. Substan tially all of the City's full-tim e em ployees,

Retirement System of Louisian a (Plan A), a multiple-employer, an d cost-sharing 
public em ployee retirem ent system . The City's police officers ar e eligible to 
participate in another m ultiple-em ployer, cost-sharing public em ployee retirem ent

BID LA W  C O M PLIA N C E -PU BLIC W O R K S C O N T RA CT S 

According to Louisiana Revised Statue 38:2212 A ll public w orks over 

$100,000 including labor and m aterials by a public entity shall be: advertised 
and advertisem ent shall be published once a w eek for three different w eeks in 
a new spaper in the locality; the first advertisem ent shall appear at least 25 
days before the opening of bids. 

The 2002 Street Improvement Project had a bid opening date of April 10, 
2002 and w as published on M arch 11, 2002. The publication does m eet the 
25-day requirem ent; how ever, the bid law requires it to be published once a 
w eek for three different w eeks. It w as published only once. 

The City failed to com ply com pletely w ith bid law  procedures. 

M any tim es the City allow s the engineers to prepar e the docum ents for the 
publication for public w orks contracts. The engineer is supposed to bring the 
docum ents to the Council A dm inistrator for verification that the docum ents 
ar e in proper form  and w ill be published correctly. The engineer m ust have 
brought the docum ents to the new spaper w ithout going thr ough this process. 

Questioned Costs: None. 

R ecom m endation: The City should continue to allow  the engineers w ho are probably 

m ore qualified to prepare the docum ents for publication. H ow ever, com pliance w ith the bid law 
is the City's responsibility and should be the one w ho has the docum ents published and m onitors 

com pliance w ith all aspects of the bid law .

FE M A  D ISA ST E R  R E LIE F - L A B O R  C A LC U L A T IO N S 

A ccording to allow able costs for D irect Labor criteria for the FEM A D isaster 
Relief Program , "For debris rem oval and em ergency protective m easures, 
only overtim e labor is eligible for perm anent em ployees, regardless of norm al 
duties or assignm ents. Regular tim e, w hich is defined by the entity's 
established com pensation policy, is not eligible for perm anent em ployees. 
For perm anent w ork, both regular tim e and overtim e are eligible for all 

em ployees. If an applicant has a policy for providing com pensatory tim e in 
place of overtim e, FEM A reim bursem ent w ill be based on that policy, and 
reim bursem ent at prem ium  rates for overtim e hours is not eligible. Costs for 
com pensatory tim e are eligible at regular rates, but m ust be part of the 
offi cial tim e-keeping system ." A lso " Labor for both forem en and supervisors 
m ay be eligible for w ork forces engaged in disaster-related field activities. 

H ow ever, the salaries of com m issioners, m ayors, departm ent directors, police 
and fire chiefs, and other adm inistrators usually are not eligible." 

For Tropical Storm  Isidore and H urrican e Lili, w hich w ere declared disasters, 
the City of Thibodaux paid em ergency w eather pay to em ployees at regular 
rates for a norm al w ork hours as per the com pensatory policy in place and 
also paid all City em ployees who w orked during the disaster for hours 
w orked at regular rates in addition to the w eather pay. The City w as 
reim bursed by FEM A  calculations for hours w orked at overtim e rates instead 
of regular rates thereby causing 1/3 of the total labor claim  to be a questioned 

cost w hich is $ 14,727.99. A lso the City w as reim bursed for the Public 
W orks D irector totaling $1,866.98 and one em ployee's rates were calculated 
incorrectly $58.28. 

The City w as incorrectly reim bursed by FEM A as per the allow able costs 
requirem ents. 

The City relied on and accepted the FEM A  field representative's calculations 
for the labor reim bursem ents. 

Q uestioned Costs: $16,653. 

R ecom m endation: The City should appoint som eone know ledgeable of the guidelines to 
recalculate all reim bursem ent calculations and apply the allow able cost requirem ents to assure 
com pliance.
