MANAGEMENT'S DISCUSSION AND ANALYSIS 
for the Year ended June 30, 2013 

The Management's Discussion and Analysis of the Town of Campti's financial performance presents a 
narrative overview and analysis ofthe Town's financial activities for the year ended June 30, 2013. This 
document focuses on the current year's activities, resulting changes, and currently known facts. Please 
read this document in conjunction with the additional information contained in the Town of Campti's 
financial statements, which begin on page 10. 

Government-Wide Financial Statements 

The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities provide information about the activities of 
the Town as a whole and present a longer-tenn view ofthe Town's finances. These statements tell how 
the services were financed in the short-tenn as well as what remains for future spending. 

Fund Financial Statements 

A fund is an accountability unit used to maintain control over resources segregated for specific activities. 
The Town uses fluids to ensure and demonstrate compliance with finance related laws and regulations. 
These statements report short-tenn fiscal accountability focusing on the use of spendable resources and 
balances of spendable resources at the end of the year. As the Government-Wide Financial Statements 
includes the long-term view, comparisons between these two views may provide insight into the long-
term impact of short-tenn financing decreases. Both the governmental fund balance sheet and the 
governmental fund operating statement provide a reconciliation to assist in understanding the difference 
between these two views. The Town maintains two funds; a governmental fund (the general fiind), and a 
proprietary fund (the utility fund).

Govemmental Activities 

The Town's assets exceeded its liabilities by $132,362 for the year ending June 30, 2013. This is a 
decrease of $22,039 from the prior year. 

Business Type Activities 

The Proprietary Fund, the water system, had a decrease in net position of $86,359 for the year ending June 
30, 2013. This compares to a decrease of $142,953 for the prior year. 
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General Fund Budgetary Highlights 

Actual revenues for the year were $11,972 more than the budget and actual expenditures were $54,738 
more than the budget for the year. 

Economic Factors and Next Year's Budget 

The budget for 20I3/20I4 General Fund should not change significantly from the 2012/2013 budget.

Report on the Financial Statements 

We have audited the accompanying financial statements ofthe govemmental activities, the business-t}^e 
activities, and the major fund ofthe Town of Campti as of and for the year ended June 30, 2013, and the 
related notes to the financial statements, which collectively comprise the Town's basic financial 
statements as listed in the Table of Contents. 

Management's Responsibility for the Financial Statements 

Management is responsible for the preparation and fair presentation of these financial statements in 
accordance with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America; this includes 
the design, implementation, and maintenance of internal control relevant to the preparation and fair 
presentation of financial statements that are free from material misstatement, whether due to fraud or 
error. 

Auditor's Responsibility 

Our responsibility is to express an opinion on these financial statements based on our audit. We 
conducted our audit in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards 
issued by the Comptroller General of the United States and the Louisiana Governmental Audit Ginde. 
Those standards require that we plan and perform the audit to obtain reasonable assurance about whether 
the financial statements are free from material misstatement. 

An audit involves performing procedures to obtain audit evidence about the amounts and disclosures in 
the financial statements. The procedures selected depend on the auditor's judgment, including the 
assessment of the risks of material misstatement of the financial statements, whether due to fraud or 
error. In making those risk assessments, the auditor considers internal control relevant to the entity's 
preparation and fair presentation ofthe financial statements in order to design audit procedures that are

Such information, although not a part of the basic financial statements, is presented for purposes of 
additional analysis and is required by the Govemmental Accounting Standards Board, who considers it to 
be an essential part of financial reporting for placing the basic financial statements in an appropriate 
operational, economic, or historical context. We have applied certain limited procedures to the 
management's discussion and analysis in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the 
United States of America, which consisted of inquiries of management about the methods of preparing 
the information and comparing the information for consistency with management's responses to our 
inquiries, the basic financial statements, and other knowledge we obtained during our audit ofthe basic 
financial statements. We do not express an opinion or provide any assurance on the introductory section 
because the limited procedures do not provide us with sufficient evidence to express an opinion or 
provide any assurance. 

Other Information 

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively 
comprise the Town's basic financial statements. The budgetary comparison listed as required 
supplementary information in the table of contents is presented for purposes of additional analysis and is 
not a required part of the basic financial statements. The budgetary comparison statement is the 
responsibility of management and was derived from and relates directly to the underlying accounting and 
other records used to prepare the financial statements. The information has been subjected to the 
auditing procedures applied in the audit of the financial statements and certain additional procedures, 
including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the underlying accounting and other 
records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financial statements themselves, and 
other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally accepted in the United States 
of America. In our opinion, the information is fairly stated in all material respects in relation to the 
financial statements as a whole.

Introduction: 

The Town of Campti operates under an elected Mayor/Council (5 members) administrative/ 
legislative form of government. This report includes all fimds which are controlled by or dependent 
on the Town of Campti, Louisiana's executive and legislative branches (the Mayor and Council 
Members). Control by or dependence on the Town of Campti, Louisiana was determined on the basis 
of budget adoption, taxing authority, authority to issue debt, election or appointment of government 
body, and other general oversight responsibility. 

The Town's operations include police protection, and general and administrative services. In 
addition, the Town operates a Utility System which provides water and sewer services. 

1. Summary of Significant Accounting Policies: 

A. REPORTING ENTITY-

The Town is the basic level of government which has financial accountability and control over 
all activities related to the Town's operations and services provided. The Town is not included 
in any other govermnental "reporting entity" as defined by GASB pronouncements, since the 
Town Mayor and Council members are elected by the public and have decision making authority 
to levy taxes, the power to designate management, the ability to significantly influence 
operations and primary accountability for fiscal matters. In addition, there are no component 
units as defined in Govemmental Accounting Standards Board Statement 14, which are included 
in the Town's reporting entity. 

The financial statements of the Town of Campti, Louisiana are prepared in accordance with 
generally accepted accounting principles (GAAP). The Town's reporting entity applies all 
relevant Govemmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) pronouncements. 

B. BASIS OF PRESENTATION-

Govemment-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) 

The Statement of Net Position and Statement of Activities report information about the reporting 
government as a whole. They include all funds of the reporting entity. Govemmental activities 
generally are financed through taxes, intergovernmental revenues, and other non-exchange 
revenues. Business-type activities are financed in whole or in part by fees charged to external 
parties for goods or services.

The Statement of Activities presents a comparison between direct expenses and program 
revenues for each fimction ofthe Town's govemmental activities. Direct expenses are those that 
are specifically associated with a program or function. Program revenues include (a) fees and 
charges paid by the recipient for goods or services offered by the program, and (b) grants and 
contributions that are restricted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular 
program. Revenues that are not classified as program revenues, including all taxes, are presented 
as general revenues. 

C. FUND ACCOUNTING-

The accounts of the Town are organized on the basis of funds. A fund is an independent fiscal 
and accounting entity with a separate set of self-balancing accounts. Fund accounting segregates 
funds according to their intended purpose and is used to aid management in demonstrating 
compliance with finance-related legal and contractual provisions. The minimum number of 
funds maintained is consistent with legal and managerial requirements. 

The Town maintains two fiinds. They are categorized as a govermnental fund and a proprietary 
fund. The emphasis on fund financial statements is on major govemmental and enterprise funds; 
each displayed in a separate column. A fiind is considered major if it is the primary operating 
fund ofthe entity or meets the following criteria. 

a. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of that individual 
governmental or enterprise fund are at least 10 percent ofthe corresponding total for all 
funds of that category or type; and 

b. Total assets, liabilities, revenues, or expenditures/expenses of the individual 
governmental or enterprise fund are at least 5 percent of the corresponding total for all 
governmental and enterprise funds combined. 

The funds ofthe Town are described below: 

Govemmental Fund -

General Fund 

The General Fund is the general operating fund of the Town. It is used to account for all 
financial resources except those required to be accounted for in another fund.

Proprietary Fund-

Enterprise Fund 

The enterprise fund is used to account for operations (a) that are financed and operated in a 
manner similar to private business enterprises where the intent ofthe governing body is that 
the costs (expenses, including depreciation) of providing goods or services to the general 
public on a continuing basis be financed or recovered primarily through user charges; or (b) 
where the governing body has decided that periodic determination of revenues earned, 
expenses incurred, and'or net income is appropriate for capital maintenance, public policy, 
management control, accountability, or other purposes. 

The Tov^n reports the general fund as major. 

D. MEASUREMENT FOCUS/BASIS OF ACCOUNTING-

Basis of accounting refers to when revenues or expenditures/expenses are recognized in the 
accounts and reported in the financial statements. It relates to the timing of the measurements 
made regardless ofthe measurement focus applied. 

Accrual Basis - Government-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) 

The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities display information about the 
Town as a whole. Both of these statements have been prepared using the economic measurement 
focus and the accrual basis of accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets, and 
liabilities resulting from exchange and exchange-like transactions are recognized when the 
exchange takes place. 

Modified Accrual Basis - Fund Financial Statements (FFS) 

The accounting and financial reporting treatment applied to a fund is determined by its 
measurement focus. Governmental fund types use the flow of current financial resources 
measurement focus and the modified accrual basis of accounting. Under the modified accrual 
basis of accounting, revenues are recorded when susceptible to accrual; i.e., when they are both 
measurable and available. "Measurable" means the amount ofthe transaction can be determined 
and "available" means collectible within the current period or soon enough thereafter to pay 
liabilities of the current period. The ToA\n considers all revenues "available" if they are 
collected within 60 days after year-end. Expenditures are generally recorded under the modified 
accrual basis of accounting when the related liability is incurred. The exceptions to this general 
rule are that (1) unmatured principal and interest on long-term debt, if any, are recorded when 
due and (2) claims and judgments and compensated absences are recorded as expenditures when 
paid with expendable available financial resources. 
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E. CASH AND INTEREST-BEARING DEPOSITS-

For purposes of the Statement of Net Position, cash and interest-bearing deposits include all 
demand accounts and savings accounts ofthe Town. 

F. CAPITAL ASSETS-

Capital assets, which include property, plant, and equipment, are reported in the govemmental 
activities column in the government-wide financial statements. Capital assets are capitalized at 
historical cost or estimated cost if historical cost is not available. Donated assets are recorded as 
capital assets at their estimated fair market value at the date of donation. The Town maintains a 
threshold level of $2,500 or more for capitalizing capital assets. 

The costs of normal maintenance and repairs that do not add to the value of that asset or 
materially extend the life of that asset are not capitalized. 

Depreciation of all exhaustible capital assets is recorded as an expense in the Statement of 
Activities, with accumulated depreciation reflected in the Statement of Net Position. 
Depreciation is provided over the assets' estimated useful lives using the straight-line method of 
depreciation. The range of useful lives by t}^e of asset is as follows: 

Buildings and improvements 40 years 
Equipment and vehicles 5-12 years

In the fund financial statements, capital assets used in govemmental fund operations are 
accounted for as capital outlay expenditures ofthe govermnental fund upon acquisition. Capital 
assets used in proprietary fund operations are accounted for the same as in the govemment-wide 
statements. 

G. RESTRICTED ASSETS-

Restricted assets include cash, interest-bearing deposits, and investments ofthe proprietary fund 
that are legally restricted as to their use. The restricted assets are related to utility bond covenant 
accounts and customer deposits. 

H. COMPENSATED ABSENCES-

There is no formal leave policy for the Town; therefore, no entry is made to record compensated 
absences. 
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I. EQUITY CLASSIFICATIONS-

In the government-wide statements, equity is classified as net assets and displayed in three 
components: 

a. Net Investment in capital assets - Consists of capital assets including restricted capital 
assets, net of accumulated depreciation and reduced by the outstanding balances of any 
bonds, mortgages, notes, or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, 
construction, or improvement of those assets. 

b. Restricted net position - Consists of net resources with constraints placed on their use 
either by (1) external groups such as creditors, grantors, contributors, or laws or 
regulations of other governments; or (2) law through constitutional provision or enabling 
legislation. 

c. Unrestricted net position - All other net resources that do not meet the definition of 
"restricted" or "net investment in capital assets". 

When an expense is incurred for the purposes for which both restricted and unrestricted net 
position is available, management applies unrestricted resources first, unless a detennination is 
made to use restricted resources. The policy concerning which to apply first varies with the 
intended use and legal requirements. This decision is typically made by management at the 
incurrence ofthe expense. 

In the fund statements, govemmental fund equity is classified as fund balance and is displayed in 
five components. The following classifications describe the relative strength of the spending 
constraints placed on the purposes for which resources can be used: 

a. Nonspendable fund balance - amounts that are not in a spendable form (such as prepaid 
expenses) or are required to be maintained intact; 

b. Restricted fimd balance - amounts constrained to specific purposes by their providers 
(such as grantors, bondholders, and higher levels of govemment), through constitutional 
provisions, or by enabling legislation; 

c. Committed fund balance - amounts constrained to specific purposes by a government 
itself, using its highest level of decision-making authority; to be reported as committed, 
amounts cannot be used for any other purpose unless the govermnent takes the same 
highest level action to remove or change the constraint; 

d. Assigned fund balance - amounts a govemment intends to use for a specific purpose; 
intent can be expressed by the governing body or by an official or body to which the 
governing body delegates the authority; 
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e. Unassigned fund balance - amounts that are available for any purpose. Only the General 
Fund would report positive amounts in unassigned fund balance. 

The General Fund has an unassigned fund balance of $43,904. The Town establishes, modifies/ 
rescinds fund balance assignments by passage of a resolution. The Town would typically use 
restricted fund balances first, followed by committed resources and assigned resources as 
appropriate opportunities arise, but reserves the right to selectively spend unassigned resources 
first and to defer the use of these other classified funds. 

J. OPERATING REVENUES AND EXPENSES-

Operating revenues and expenses for proprietary funds are those that result from providing 
services and producing and delivering goods and/or services. It also includes all revenue and 
expenses not related to capital and related financing, noncapital financing, or investing activities. 

K. EXPENDITURES/EXPENSES-

In the govermnent-wide financial statements, expenses are classified by function for both 
governmental and business-t)^e activities. 

In the fund financial statements, expenditures are classified as follows: 

Governmental Funds - By Character 
Proprietary Fund - By Operating and Nonoperating 

In the fund financial statements, govemmental funds report expenditures of financial resources. 
Proprietary fimds report expenses relating to use of economic resources. 

L. BUDGET AND BUDGETARY ACCOUNTING 

Prior to the beginning of each fiscal year, the Town adopts a budget for the next fiscal year. The 
budget is open for public inspection. AH budgetary appropriations lapse at the end of the fiscal 
year. 

M. LONG-TERM OBLIGATIONS-

In the govemment-wide financial statements, long-term debt is reported as liabilities in the 
applicable govermnental activities statement of net position. 

In the fund financial statements, govemmental fund types recognize debt issued reported as other 
financing sources. Repayment ofthe principal and interest is shown as an expenditure. 
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N. ESTIMATES-

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally 
accepted in the United States of America, require management to make estimates and 
assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and disclosure of contingent 
assets and liabilities at the date ofthe financial statement and the reported amounts of revenue, 
expenditures, and expenses during the reporting period. Actual results could differ from those 
estimates. 

O. REC:ENTLY I S S U E D A N D A D O P T E D ACCOUNTING PRONOUNCEMENTS-

In June 2011, the GASB issued Statement 64, Derivative Instruments: Application of Hedge 
Accounting Termination Provisions - an amendment of GASB Statement No. 53. GASB 64 
provides clarification on whether an effective hedging relationship continues after the 
replacement of a swap counterparty or a swap counterparty's credit support provider. This 
statement is effective for periods beginning after June 15, 2011. The adoption of GASB 64 does 
not have any impact on the Town's current financial statements. 

In December 2010, the GASB issued Statement 62, Codification of Accounting and Financial 
Reporting Guidance Contained in Pre-November 30, 1989 FASB and AICPA Pronouncements. 
GASB 62 incorporates into the GASB's authoritative literature certain accounting and financial 
reporting guidance that is included in the following pronouncements issued on or before 
November 30, 1989, which does not conflict with or contradict GASB pronouncements; 
Financial Accounting Standards Board (FASB) Statements and Interpretations, Accounting 
Principles Board Opinions and Accounting Research Bulletins of the American Institute of 
Certified Public Accountants' (AICPA) Committee on Accounting Procedure. This statement is 
effective for periods beginning after December 15, 2011. 

In June 2011, the GASB issued Statement 63, Financial Reporting of Deferred Outflows of 
Resources, Deferred Inflows of Resources, and Net Position. GASB 63 provides guidance for 
reporting deferred outflows of resources, deferred inflows of resources, and net position in a 
statement of financial position and related disclosures. The statement of net assets is renamed 
the statement of net position and includes four components; assets, deferred outflows of 
resources, liabilities and deferred inflows of resources. This statement is effective for periods 
beginning after December 15, 2011. 

In November 2010, the GASB issued Statement 60, Accounting and Financial Reporting for 
Service Concession Arrangements. GASB 60 provides financial reporting guidance for service 
concession arrangements (SCAs). SCAs are defined as an arrangement between a transferor (a 
government) and an operator (governmental or nongovernmental entity) in which (1) the 
transferor conveys to an operator the right and related obligation to provide services through the 
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use of infrastructure or another public asset (a "facility") in exchange for significant 
consideration and (2) the operator collects and is compensated by fees from third parties. This 
statement is effective for periods beginning after December 15, 2011. The Town does not have 
any SCAs and therefore the adoption of GASB 60 does not have any impact on the Town's 
financial statements. 

In March 2012, the GASB issued Statement 65, Items Previously Reported as Assets and 
Liabilities. GASB 65 properly classifies and recognizes certain items that were previously 
reported as assets and liabilities as deferred outflows of resources or deferred inflows of 
resources. The provisions of this Statement are effective for tinancial statements for periods 
beginning after December 15, 2012 although the Town elected to early implement statement 65 
in calendar year 2012. The adoption of GASB 65 does not have any impact on the Town's 
financial statements. 

2. Ad Valorem Taxes: 

The Town levies taxes on real and business personal property located within the boundaries of the 
Town. Property taxes are levied by the Town on property values assessed by the Natchitoches Parish 
Tax Assessor and approved by the State of Louisiana Tax Commission. 

The Town bills and collects property taxes. The Town recognizes property tax revenues when 
levied.

For the year ended June 30, 2013, taxes of 4.69 mills were levied. 

Total taxes collected were $13,458 for 2013, and no provision for uncoilectibles is made. 

3. Cash and Cash Equivalents: 

Cash, cash equivalents, and time deposits are held separately by each ofthe TOV^TI'S funds. At Jime 
30, 2013, cash and cash equivalents totaled $209,405 (book balances). Bank account balances at 
June 30, 2013, totaled $218,350. Cash and cash equivalents are stated at cost, which approximates 
market. Under Louisiana law, these deposits must be secured by federal deposit insurance or the 
pledge of securities owned by the bank. The market value of the pledged securities plus the federal 
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deposit insurance must at all times equal the amount on deposit with the bank. These pledged 
securities are held in the name of the pledging hank in a holding or custodial bank in the fonn of 
safekeeping receipts held by the Town. The deposits at June 30, 2013, were fully secured by FDIC 
insurance.

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Municipal Employees Retirement System of Louisiana (System)-

Plan Description-The System is composed of two distinct plans. Plan A and Plan B, with separate 
assets and benefit provisions. All employees ofthe municipality are members of Plan B. 

All permanent employees working at least 35 hours per week who are not covered by another 
pension plan and are paid wholly or in part from municipal funds and all elected municipal officials 
meeting the requirements of the system are eligible to participate in the System. Under Plan B, 
employees who retire at or after age 60 with at least 10 years of creditable service or 30 years of 
creditable service, regardless of age, are entitled to a retirement benefit, payable monthly for life, 
equal to 2 percent of their final-average salary for each year of creditable service. 

Final-average salary is the employee's average salary over the 36 consecutive or joined months that 
produce the highest average. Employees who terminate with at least the amount of creditable service 
stated above, and do not withtkaw their employee contributions, may retire at the ages specified 
above and receive the benefit accrued to their date of termination. The System also provides death 
and disability benefits. Benefits are established or amended by state statute. 

The System issues an annual publicly available financial report that includes financial statements and 
required supplementary information for the System. That report may be obtained by writing to the 
Municipal Employees Retirement System of Louisiana, 7937 Office Park Boulevard, Baton Rouge, 
Louisiana 70809, or by calling (225) 925-4810. 

Funding Policy-Under Plan B, members are required by state statute to contribute 5.00 percent of 
their annual covered salary and the Town of Campti is required to contribute at an actuarially 
determined rate. The current rate is 8.0 percent of annual covered payroll. Contributions to the 
System also include one-fourth of one percent (except Orleans and East Baton Rouge Parishes) ofthe 
taxes shown to be collectible by the tax rolls of each parish. These tax dollars are divided between 
Plan A and Plan B based proportionately on the salaries of the active members of each plan. The 
contribution requirements of plan members and the Town of Campti are established and may be 
amended by state statute. As provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 11:103, the employer 
contributions are determined by actuarial valuation and are subject to change each year based on the 
results of the valuation for the prior fiscal year. The Town of Campti's contributions to the System 
under Plan B for the year ending June 30, 2013 were $4,818, equal to the required contributions for 
the year. Contributions for the year ended June 30, 2012 were $6,594 and $4,385 for 2011. 

Litigation:

We have audited, in accordance with the auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of 
America and the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Govemment Auditing Standards 
issued by the Comptroller General ofthe United States and the Louisiana Governmental Audit Guide., the 
financial statements of the govemmental activities, business-type activities, and major fund as of and for 
the year ended June 30, 2013, and the related notes to the financial statements, which collectively 
comprise the Town of Campti's basic financial statements and have issued our report thereon dated 
November 21, 2013. 

Internal Control over Financial Reporting 

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered the Town's internal 
control over financial reporting (internal control) to detennine the audit procedures that are appropriate 
in the circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, but not for 
the purpose of expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of the Town's internal control. Accordingly, 
we do not express an opinion on the effectiveness ofthe Town's internal control. 

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow 
management or employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned fimctions, to prevent, or 
detect and correct misstatements on a timely basis. A material weakness is a deficiency, or a 
combination of deficiencies, in internal control such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material 
misstatement ofthe entity's financial statements will not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a 
timely basis. A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, in internal control 
that is less severe than a material weakness, yet important enough to merit attention by those charged 
with governance.

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Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph ofthis 
section and was not designed to identify all deficiencies in internal control that inight be material 
weaknesses or significant deficiencies.

However, material 
weaknesses may exist that have not been identified. We did identify a deficiency in internal control, 
described in the accompanying schedule of audit findings that we consider to be a significant deficiency 
as item 13-01. 

Compliance and Other Matters 

As part of obtaining reasonable assurance about whether the Town's financial statements are free from 
material misstatement, we performed tests of its compliance with certain provisions of laws, regulations, 
contracts, and grant agreements, noncompliance with which could have a direct and material effect on the 
determination of financial statement amounts. However, providing an opinion on compliance with those 
provisions was not an objective of our audit, and accordingly, we do not express such an opinion. The 
results of our tests disclosed one instance of noncompliance or other matters that is required to be 
reported under Government Auditing Standards and which is described in the accompanying schedule of 
audit findings as item 13-02. 

Town of Campti's Response to Findings 

The Town's response to the findings identified in our audit is described in the accompanying schedule of 
audit findings. The Town's response was not subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit of 
the financial statements and, accordingly, we express no opinion on it. 

Purpose ofthis Report 

The purpose ofthis report is solely to describe the scope of our testing of internal control and compliance 
and the results of that testing, and not to provide an opinion on the effectiveness ofthe entity's internal 
control or on compliance.

I. SUMMARY OF AUDIT RESULTS 

The following summarize the audit results: 

1. An unmodified opinion was issued on the basic financial statements of the Town of Campti as of 
and for the year ended June 30, 2013. 

2. The audit disclosed one significant deficiency in internal control, and this deficiency was not 
determined to be a material weakness. 

3. The audit disclosed one instance of noncompliance that is required to be reported under 
Government Auditing Standards. 

n. FINDINGS IN ACCORDANCE WFTH GOVERNMENT AUDITING STANDARDS 

The following findings relate to the financial statements and are required to he reported in 
accordance with Government Auditing Standards: 

Internal Control-

13-01 Segregation of Duties 

Criteria - Proper internal controls dictate that duties be segregated so that no one individual 
performs or controls all duties related to the accounting system. 

Condition - Our evaluation of the internal control structure revealed an absence of appropriate 
segregation of duties and the lack of personnel available to prepare financial statements and the 
related note disclosures. 

Effect - Intentional or unintentional errors could be inade and not detected within the 
accounting system. 

Cause - Due to lack of funds, the Town's office does not have a sufficient number of 
employees to adequately separate accounting duties or to prepare the Town's annual financial 
statements with related note disclosures. 

Recommendation - To the extent cost effective, duties should be segregated and management 
should attempt to mitigate this weakness by supervision and review procedures.

Year Ended June 30, 2013 

Management's Response - It is not economically feasible to add a sufficient number of 
employees to adequately segregate accounting duties. In addition, we have evaluated the 
cost/benefit of establishing a system to prepare our annual financial statements and have 
determined that it is in the best interest of the Town to have our independent auditors prepare 
our financial statements. We understand that we should review the financial statements and 
notes and accept responsibility for their contents and presentation. 

Compliance-

13-02 Local Government Budget Act 

Criteria - Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1311 states that total actual expenditures and other 
uses should not exceed total budgeted expenditures and other uses by more than 5%. 

Condition - For the year ended June 30, 2013, in the General Fund, actual expenditures 
exceeded budgeted expenditures by more than the 5% variance allowed and the budget was not 
amended. 

Effect - The budget cannot be used as an effective management tool to control expenditures. 

Cause - Oversight of management to ensure the budget was amended prior to the year end. 

Recommendation - The Town should institute procedures to ensure the budget is amended 
whenever actual expenditures are more than budgeted expenditures by more than the 5% 
allowed. 

Management's Response - The Town will institute procedures to ensure the budget is amended 
when required.
