Management's Discussion and Analysis 
December 31, 2012 (Unaudited) 

Our discussion and analysis of Catahoula Parish Police Jury's financial performance provides an overview of 
the Police Jury's financial activities for the year ended December 31, 2012 

Financial Highlights, Our financial statements provide these insights into the results of this year's operations 

Total spending for all our governmental activities was $4,357,656 for the year The Police Jury's property and 
sales taxes of $2,481,443 were $195,217 short of being enough to support the net cost (after deducting 
restricted grants and fees charged to users) of activities of $2,676,660 See detailed information in Table 2 
below 

Govemmental activities reported an increase in net position of $279,926 or three percent The pohce jury has 
strived to maximize revenues and decrease expenses as much as possible to improve its financial condition 

The Police Jury has multiple component units of which only some are included in the Police Jury's audit report 
The Fire District No 1 is included in the report as a discretely presented component unit The Fire District No 
1 did not issue a separate report 

Using this Annual Report. The Pohce Jury's annual report consists of a series of financial statements that show 
information for the Police Jury as a whole, and for its funds The statement of net position and the statement of 
activities provide information about the activities ofthe Police Jury as a whole and present a longer-term view 
of the Police Jury's finances Our fund financial statements are included later in this report For our 
govemmental activities, these statements tell how we financed our services m the short term as well as what 
remains for future spending Fund statements also may give you some insights into the Police Jury's overall 
financial health Fund financial statements also report the Police Jury's operations in more detail than the 
govemment-wide financial statements by providing information about the Police Jury's most significant funds 
the General Fund, Road and Bridge, Hard Surfacing, Sanitation, Library, and Health Unit 

Our auditors have provided assurance in their independent auditor's report, located immediately followmg this 
management's discussion and analysis, that the basic financial statements, after considering the fact that certain 
component units are not included, are fairly stated Varying degrees of assurance are being provided by the 
auditors regarding the required supplemental mformation and the supplemental information A user of this 
report should read the independent auditor's report carefully to ascertain the level of assurance being provided 
for each part of this report 

The Statement of Net Position and the Statement of Activities, Our analysis of the Police Jury as a whole 
begins with the govemment-wide financial statements One of the most important questions asked about the 
Police Jury is, "Is the Police Jury as a whole better off or worse off financially as a resuh of the year's 
activities'?" The statement of net position and the statement of activities, which appear first in the Pohce Jury's 
financial statements, report information on the Police Jury as a whole and its activities in a way that helps you 
answer this question We prepare these statements to include all assets and liabilities using the accrual basis of 
accounting, which is similar to the accounting used by most private-sector companies All ofthe current year's 
revenues and expenses are taken into account regardless of when cash is received or paid 



Management's Discussion and Analysis

These two statements report the Police Jury's net position, the difference between assets and liabilities, as 
reported in the statement of net position as one way to measure the Police Jury's financial health, or financial 
position Over time, increases or decreases in the Police Jury's net position as reported in the statement of 
activities are one indicator of whether its financial health is improving or deteriorating The relationship 
between revenues and expenses is the Police Jury's operating results However, the Police Jury's goal is to 
provide services to our citizens—not to generate profits as commercial entities do One must consider many 
other nonfinancial factors, such as the quality of health and welfare services provided to parish citizens and the 
condition of roads, bndges, and drainage systems to assess the overall health ofthe Police Jury 

The statement of net position and statement of activities report the govemmental activities ofthe Police Jury, 
which include most of the Police Jury's services, including public works and health and welfare services 
Property taxes, sales taxes, and state and federal grants finance most of these activities 

The Governmental Fund Financial Statements. The Police Jury's fund financial statements, which begin on 
page 1 \, provide detailed mformation about the most significant funds—not the Pohce Jury as a whole Some 
funds are required to be established by state law or by bond covenants However, the Police Jury establishes 
many other funds to help it control and manage money for particular purposes or to show that it is meeting 
legal responsibilities for using certain taxes, grants, and other money 

Governmental Funds. Most of the Police Jury's services are reported in governmental funds Govemmental 
fund reporting focuses on showing how money flows into and out of funds and the balances left at year end 
that are available for spending They are reported using an accounting method called modified accrual 
accounting, which measures cash and all other financial assets that can readily be converted to cash The 
governmental fund statements provide a detailed, short-term view of the Police Jury's operations and the 
services it provides 

Govemmental fund information helps you determine whether there are more or fewer financial resources that 
can be spent in the near future to finance the Police Jury's programs We describe the differences between 
govemmental activities (reported in the statement of net position and the statement of activities) and 
govemmental funds in the reconciliations on pages 16 and 18 

The Pohce Jury as a Whole. The Police Jury's net position was $8,289,746 at December 31, 2012 Of this 
amount, $2,357,259 was unrestricted Restncted net position are reported separately to show legal constraints 
from debt covenants and enabling legislation that limit the Police Jury's ability to use those net position for 
day-to-day operations Our analysis below focuses on the net position (table 1) and change in net position 
(table 2) ofthe Police Jury's govemmental activities

The $2,357,259 in unrestricted net position of govemmental activities represents the accumulated results of all 
past years' operations It means that if we had to pay off all of our bills today, mcluding all of our noncapital 
liabilities (compensated absences for example), we would have $2,357,259 left 

The results of this year's operations for the primary government as a whole are reported in the statement of 
activities Table 2, on the next page, takes the information from that statement and rearranges it slightly so you 
can see our total revenues for the year

Governmental Activities. As reported m the statement of activities, the cost of all of our govemmental 
activities this year was $4,357,656 However, the amount that our taxpayers ultimately financed for these 
activities through Police Jury taxes was only $2,481,443 because some ofthe cost was paid by those who 
benefited from the programs ($192,702) or by other governments and organizations who subsidized certain 
programs with grants and contributions ($767,552) and from capital grants and contributions ($720,742) 

In Table 3, we have presented the cost of each of the Police Jury's seven functions—general govemment, 
public safety, public works, health and welfare, culture and recreation, economic development and assistance, 
and interest expense—as well as each program's net cost (total cost less revenues generated by the activities) 
As discussed above, net cost shows the financial burden that was placed on the Police Jury's taxpayers by each 
of these functions Providing this information allows our citizens to consider the cost of each function in 
comparison to the benefits they believe are provided by that function

The Police Jury's Funds. As we noted earlier, the Pohce Jury uses funds to help it control and manage money 
for particular purposes Looking at funds helps you consider whether the Pohce Jury is being accountable for 
the resources taxpayers and others provide to it but may also give you more insight into the Police Jury's 
overall financial health 

As the Pohce Jury completed this year, our governmental funds reported a combined fund balance of 
$2,493,827 which is an increase of $394,220 or 19% from last year 

The General Fund is our principal operating fund The fund balance in the General fund increased $124,274 or 
16% to $917,632 This increase is due to a combination of minor changes in revenues and expenditures 

The Road and Bridge Fund accounts for funds used to maintain the parish roads and bridges This fund showed 
a decrease of $31,164 or 13% to $213,278 The decrease was due to many minor variances spread among the 
various revenue and expenditure accounts 

The Hard Surfacing Fund accounts for the repair of streets. This fund showed an increase of $108,224 or 80% 
to $244,225 The increase can primarily be attributed to an increase in sales taxes of $96,872 

The Sanitation Fund accounts for parish garbage collection and disposal operations This fund showed an 
increase of $106,074 or 132% to $186,738 The increase is due to an increase in sales tax revenues 
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December 31, 2012 (Unaudited) 

General Fund Budgetary Highlights, Over the course of the year, the Police Jury revises its budget as it 
attempts to deal with unexpected changes in revenues and expenditures A schedule showing the Police Jury's 
original and final budget amounts compared with amounts actually paid and received is provided later in this 
report 

There were significant revisions made to the 2012 General Fund original budget The primary change was to 
revenues Total budgeted revenues were increased $392,840 primarily to include expected grant revenues 
Budgeted expenses were increased a total of $443,075 primarily to include grant expenditures 

As in the General Fund, major changes to the Road and Bridge Fund Budgeted revenues and expenditures in 
the Road and Bridge Fund were increased $61,100 and $98,090, respectively Budgeted revenues and 
expenditures in the Hard Surfacing Fund were increased $136,280 and $35,740, respectively The increases 
were due to an increase in expected sales taxes which ultimately exceeded even budgeted amounts by $24,484 

There were no significant budget to actual variances 

Capital Assets. At December 31, 2012, the Police Jury had $5,932,487 invested in a broad range of capital 
assets, including land, buildings, furniture and equipment and infrastmcture assets such as roads and bridges 
This amount represents a net decrease (including additions, deductions, and depreciation) of $161,007, or 3%, 
from last year

Economic Factors and Next Year's Budgets and Rates. Our elected and appointed officials and citizens 
considered many factors when setting the Police Jury*s 2013 budget and tax rates One ofthe most important 
factors affecting the budget is our ad valorem and sales tax collections We have budgeted very little change in 
ad valorem and sales tax collections from 2012 to 2013 Approximately 60% of total revenue is from ad 
valorem and sales taxes We have projected a slight increase in net position for the 2013 budget year

Basis for Adverse Opmion on Aggregate Discretely Presented Component Units and Qualified Opinion 
on Aggregate Remaining Fund Information 

Except for Fire District No I Maintenance, the financial statements referred to above do not include financial 
data for the Police Jury's legally separate component units Accounting principles generally accepted in the 
United States of America require financial data for those component units to be reported with the financial data 
ofthe Police Jury's primary govemment unless the Police Jury also issues financial statements for the financial 
reporting entity that include the financial data for its component units The Police Jury has not issued such 
reporting entity financial statements Because of this departure from accounting principles generally accepted 
in the United States of America, the assets, liabilities, net position, revenues, and expenses of the aggregate 
discretely presented component units are understated by the amount of assets, liabilities, net position, revenues, 
and expenses of the aggregate discretely presented component units. In addition, the assets, liabilities, fund 
balances, revenues, and expenditures ofthe aggregate remaining fund information would have increased by the 
amount of assets, liabilities, fund balances, revenues, and expenditures of the omitted component units The 
amounts by which this departure would affect the financial statements are not reasonably determinable 

Adverse Opinion on Aggregate Discretely Presented Component Units 

In our opinion, because of the significance of the matter described in the "Basis for Adverse Opinion on 
Aggregate Discretely Presented Component Units and Qualified Opinion on Aggregate Remaining Fund 
Information" paragraph, the financial statements referred to above do not present fairly the financial position of 
the aggregate discretely presented component units ofthe Police Jury, as of December 31, 2012, or the changes 
in financial position thereof for the year then ended 

Qualifled Opinion on Aggregate Remaining Fund Information

Our audit was conducted for the purpose of forming opinions on the financial statements that collectively 
comprise the Catahoula Parish Police Jury's basic financial statements The combining financial statements and 
the schedule of compensation paid to police jurors are presented for purposes of additional analysis and are not 
a required part of the basic financial statements The schedule of expenditures of federal awards is presented 
for purposes of additional analysis as required by U S Office of Management and Budget Circular A-133, 
Audits of States, Local Governments, and Non-Profit Organizations, and is also not a required part ofthe basic 
financial statements 

The combining fund financial statements, the schedule of compensation paid to police jurors, and the schedule 
of expenditures of federal awards are the responsibility of management and were derived from and relate 
directly to the underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements Such 
information has been subjected to the auditing procedures applied in the audit ofthe basic financial statements 
and certain additional procedures, including comparing and reconciling such information directly to the 
underlying accounting and other records used to prepare the basic financial statements or to the basic financial 
statements themselves, and other additional procedures in accordance with auditing standards generally 
accepted in the United States of America In our opinion, the combining financial statements, the schedule of 
compensation paid police jurors, and the schedule of expenditures of federal awards are fairly stated in all 
matenal respects in relation to the basic financial statements as a whole

Introduction 
Catahoula Parish Police Jury is the parish governing authority govemed by an elected board referred to as the 
"police jury" (similar to county boards in other states) and is a political subdivision ofthe State of Louisiana 
The police jury is governed by nine police jurors representing the various districts within the parish The jurors 
are elected by the voters of their respective districts and serve four-year terms The current terms of jurors 
expire in January 2016 Jurors receive compensation for their service on the police jury as provided by 
Louisiana Revised Statute 33 1233 

Catahoula Pansh, established in 1808, is located in the east central part ofthe state and occupies 704 square 
miles with a population of 10,407 residents, based on the 2010 census State law gives the police jury vanous 
powers and functions m regulating and directing the affairs ofthe pansh and its inhabitants The more notable 
of those are the power to make regulations for their own govemment, to construct and maintain roads and 
bndges, drainage systems, sewerage systems, water works systems, parish prisons, health units, and hospitals, 
to manage solid waste disposal, to provide for fire protection, recreation, and parks, road lighting and marking, 
and the health and welfare ofthe poor, disadvantaged, and unemployed, to promote economic development and 
tourism, and to regulate the sale of alcoholic beverages in the pansh The police jury also houses and maintains 
the Courts and the offices of the Assessor, Clerk of Court, Registrar of Voters, District Attorney, and the 
Sheriff Funding to accomplish these tasks is provided by ad valorem taxes, sales taxes, beer and alcoholic 
beverage permits, parish licenses, state revenue sharing, severance taxes and various other state and federal 
grants 

In accomplishing its objectives, the police jury employs approximately 27 employees (2 in the central office, 4 
in the courthouse, 2 in the 911 office, 5 in the library, 1 at the health unit, 1 in emergency preparedness, and 12 
in public works) In addition to maintaining drainage and bridges in the parish, the police jury currently 
maintains approximately 350 miles of parish roads 

The police jury also has the authority to create special districts (component units) within the parish to help in 
fulfilling Its functions The districts perform specialized functions, such as fire protection, water distnbution, 
sewerage collection and disposal, drainage control, library facilities, and health care facilities 

In June 1999, the Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) unanimously approved Statement No 
34, Basic Financial Statements and Management's Discussion and Analysis for State and Local Governments 
The accompanying financial statements and notes thereto are presented in accordance with Statement No 34 

GASB Statement No 14, The Reporting Entity, established criteria for determining the govemmental reporting 
entity and component units that should be included within the reporting entity Under provisions of this 
Statement, the jury is considered a primary govemment, since it is a special purpose government that has a 
separately elected goveming body, is legally separate, and is fiscally independent of other state or local 
governments As used in GASB Statement No 14, fiscally independent means that the police jury may, 
without the approval or consent of another govemmental entity, determine or modify its own budget, levy its 
own taxes or set rates or charges, and issue bonded debt In accordance with GASB Statement 14, the reporting 
entity for Catahoula Parish consists of (a) the primary govemment (police jury), (b) organizations for which the 
primary govemment is financially accountable, and (c) other organizations for which the nature and 
significance of their relationship with the pnmary govemment are such that exclusion would cause the 
reporting entity's financial statements to be misleading or incomplete

Considered in the determination of component units of the reporting entity was the Catahoula Parish School 
Board, the Catahoula Parish Shenff, the Catahoula Pansh Tax Assessor, the Catahoula Clerk of Court, the 
Distnct Attomey, and Judges for the Sixth Judicial District, and the various municipalities in the pansh It was 
determined that these govemmental entities are not component units of Catahoula Parish reporting entity 
because they have separately elected goveming bodies, are legally separate, and are fiscally independent of 
Catahoula Pansh Police Jury 

GASB Statement No 14 provides for the issuance of primary govemment financial statements that are separate 
from those of the reporting entity However, the pnmary govemment's (police jury's) financial statements are 
not a substitute for the reporting entity's financial statements The accompanying primary govemment financial 
statements have been prepared m conformity with generally accepted accounting pnnciples as applied to 
govemmental units 

The police jury has chosen to issue financial statements of the pnmary govemment (police jury) and Fire 
District No 1 Maintenance only, therefore, none of the other previously listed component units, except as 
discussed in the following paragraph, are included in the accompanying pnmary govemment financial 
statements These financial statements are not intended to and do not report on the Catahoula Parish reporting 
entity but rather are intended to reflect only the financial statements ofthe primary govemment (police jury) 

The primary government financial statements include all funds, account groups, and organizations for which 
the police jury maintains the accounting records The organizations for which the police juiy maintains the 
accounting records are considered part of the primary govemment (police jury) and include the Catahoula 
Pansh Library, the Catahoula Parish Health Unit, the Seventh Judicial District Cnminal Court, the Larto-
Mayna Recreation District, the Hospital Distnct No 1 Bond Sinking Fund, and Fire District No 2 The 
financial statements also include the Maitland Recreation District 

NOTE 1 - SUMMARY OF SIGNIFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

Government-wide and fund financial statements 
The govemment-wide financial statements (i e , the statement of net position and the statement of activities) 
report information on all ofthe non-fiduciary activities ofthe pnmary government For the most part, the effect 
of interfund activity has been removed from these statements Govemmental activities, which normally are 
supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues, are reported separately from busmess-type activities, 
which rely to a significant extent on fees and charges for support 

The statement of activities demonstrates the degree to which the direct expenses of a given function or segment 
IS offset by program revenues Direct expenses are those that are clearly identifiable with a specific function or 
segment Program revenues include 1) charges to customers or applicants who purchase, use or directly benefit 
from goods, services, or privileges provided by a given function or segment, and 2) grants and contributions 
that are restncted to meeting the operational or capital requirements of a particular function or segment Taxes 
and other items not properly included among program revenues are reported instead as general revenues 

Separate financial statements are provided for govemmental funds and, where applicable, proprietary and 
fiduciary funds, even though fiduciary funds are excluded from the govemment-wide financial statements Major 
individual govemmental funds and, where applicable, major individual enterprise funds are reported as 
separate columns in the fund financial statements

The govemment-wide financial statements are reported using the economic resources measurement focus and 
the accrual basis of accounting, as are proprietary and fiduciary fund financial statements, where applicable 
Revenues are recorded when eamed and expenses are recorded when a liability is incurred, regardless of the 
timing of related cash flows Property taxes are recognized as revenues in the year for which they are levied 
Grants and similar items are recognized as revenue as soon as all eligibility requirements imposed by the 
provider have been met 

Govemmental fund financial statements are reported using the current financial resources measurement focus 
and the modified accrual basis of accounting Revenues are recognized as soon as they are both measurable and 
available Revenues are considered to be available when they are collectible within the current period or soon 
enough thereafter to pay liabilities ofthe curtent penod For this purpose, the govemment considers revenues 
to be available if they are collected within 60 days of the end of the current fiscal period Expenditures 
generally are recorded when a liability is incurred, as under accrual accounting However, debt service

The Road and Bridge Fund accounts for the maintenance of the pansh highways, roads, 
bndges, and drainage systems Financing is provided pnmanly by the State of Louisiana 
Pansh Transportation Fund, sales and use taxes, and transfers from the General Fund 

The Hard Surfacing Fund accounts for the constmction and maintenance of hard surface 
roads in the parish Financing is provided primarily by a one-cent sales and use tax 

The Sanitation Fund accounts for parish garbage collection and disposal operations 
Financing is provided primarily by a one-cent sales and use tax 

The Library Fund accounts for the operation of the parish library Revenue is provided 
pnmanly by ad valorem taxes, state revenue sharing, and other state grants 

The Health Unit Fund accounts for the operation and maintenance ofthe parish health unit 
Financing is provided primarily by ad valorem taxes and state revenue shanng

As a general rule the effect of interfund activity has been eliminated from the government-wide financial 
statements 

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the police jury's policy to use 
restricted resources first, then unrestncted resources as they are needed 

Restricted net position 
For the govemment-wide statement of net position, net position is reported as restricted when constraints 
placed on net asset use are either 

1 Extemally imposed by creditors (such as debt covenants), grantors, contnbutors, or 
laws or regulations of other govemments 

2 Imposed by law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation 

When both restricted and unrestricted resources are available for use, it is the Police Jury's policy to use 
restncted resources first, then the unrestricted resources as they are needed

On November 2, 2004, voters of the pansh renewed a one-percent sales tax that was dedicated to construct, 
acquire, extend, improve, maintain and/or operate garbage collection and disposal facilities and equipment The 
tax was renewed for a ten-year period and expires on March 31, 2015 The proposition provides that the 
proceeds of the tax be allocated between the Police Jury and the incorporated municipalities of Catahoula 
Pansh The renewal proposition allocates seventy-five percent ofthe proceeds to the parish and the remaining 
twenty-five percent ofthe proceeds to the municipalities of Jonesville (16 5%), Sicily Island (5%), and 
Harrisonburg (3 5%) 

On November 19, 1990, voters ofthe parish approved the renewal ofthe one-percent sales tax dedicated to 
hard-surfacing existing roads and maintaining hard-surfaced roads in the pansh The tax was for a penod of 
twenty years and would have expired on January 31, 2011 However, the voters renewed the tax in 2010 to 
expire on January 31, 2021 The renewal proposition allocates ninety percent ofthe proceeds to the pansh and 
the remaining ten percent of the proceeds to the municipalities of Jonesville (7%), Sicily Island (2%), and 
Harrisonburg (1%), for the purpose of hard-surfacing existing streets and roads within the respective 
municipalities 

The Police Jury entered into an agreement with the Concordia Parish School Board on March 5, 1985, whereby 
the school board tax department provides sales tax collection services for a fee of one and one-quarter per cent 
of amounts actually collected, plus the cost of travel, supplies, and postage Taxes collected are deposited 
directly into the Police Jury's bank account in the month collected by the School Board

Employees ofthe Police Jury eam vacation leave at rates varying from five to twenty days per year, depending 
on length of service Employees may accumulate and carry forward no more than thirty days of vacation leave 
Upon separation or retirement, employees are paid for any unused vacation leave Jury employees eam twelve 
days of sick leave each year Sick leave can be accumulated up to sixty days Employees are not compensated

Full-time employees ofthe Library eam from seven to twenty-one days of vacation and sick leave each year,

Custodial credit nsk is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, the police jury's deposits may not be returned 
to It The police jury's policy to ensure that there is no exposure to this risk is to require each financial 
institution to pledge its own securities to cover any amount in excess of Federal Depository Insurance 
Coverage Louisiana Revised Statute 39 1229 imposes a statutory requirement on the custodial bank to 
advertise and sell the pledged secunties within 10 days of being notified by the Police Jury that the fiscal agent

NOTE 7 - RETIREMENT SYSTEM 

Substantially all employees of the Catahoula Pansh Police Jury are members of the Parochial Employees 
Retirement System of Louisiana (System), a cost-sharing, multiple-employer defined benefit pension plan 
administered by a separate board of trustees The System is composed of two distinct plans. Plan A and Plan B, 
with separate assets and benefit provisions All employees ofthe police jury are members of Plan A 

All permanent employees working at least twenty-eight hours per week who are paid wholly or in part from 
parish funds are eligible to participate in the System Under Plan A, employees who retire at or after age 65 
With at least 7 years of creditable service, at or after age 60 with at least 10 years of creditable service, at or 
after age 55 with at least 25 years of creditable service, or at any age with at least 30 years of creditable service 
are entitled to a retirement benefit, payable monthly for life, equal to 3 percent of their final average salary for 
each year of creditable service However, for those employees who were members of the supplemental plan 
only before January 1, 1980, the benefit is equal to one percent of final average salary plus $24 for each year of 
supplemental-plan-only service eamed before January 1, 1980, plus 3 percent of final average salary for each 
year of service credited after the revision date Final average salary is the employee's average salary over the 36 
consecutive or joined months that produce the highest average Employees who termmate with at least the 
amount of creditable service stated above, and do not withdraw their employee contributions, may retire at the 
ages specified above, and receive the benefits accrued to their date of termination The system also provides 
death and disability benefits Benefits are established or amended by state statute

The System issues an annual publicly available report that includes financial statements and required 
supplementary information for the System That report may be obtained by writing to the Parochial Employees' 
Retirement System of Louisiana, Post Office Box 14619, Baton Rouge, Louisiana 70898-4619, or by calling 
(504)928-1361 

Under Plan A, members are required by state statute to contribute 9 50 percent of their annual covered salary 
and the Catahoula Parish Police Jury is required to contribute at an actuarially determined rate The current rate 
is 15 75 percent of annual covered payroll Contributions to the system also include one-fourth of one percent 
(except Orleans and East Baton Rouge Parishes) ofthe taxes shown to be collectible by the tax rolls of each 
parish These tax dollars are divided between Plan A and Plan B based proportionately on the salaries of the 
active members of each plan The contribution requirements of plan members and the Catahoula Parish Police 
Jury are established and may be amended by state statute As provided by Louisiana Revised Statute 11 103, 
the employer contributions are determined by actuarial valuation and are subject to change each year based on 
the results ofthe valuation for the prior fiscal year 

The Catahoula Parish Police Jury's contributions to the System under Plan A for the years ended December 31, 
2012, 2011, and 2010, were $82,300, $83,949, and $84,329, respectively, which equaled the required 
contributions for each year 

NOTE 8 - RISK MANAGEMENT 

The police jury is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts, theft of, damage to, or destruction of assets, 
liability, and injuries to employees or others To handle such risk of loss, the police jury maintains commercial 
insurance through the Louisiana Rural Parish Insurance Cooperative, a self-insurance fund. No claims were 
paid on any ofthe policies during the past three years which exceeded the policies' coverage amounts 

NOTE 9 - LITIGATION 

At December 31, 2012, the police jury was involved in one lawsuit Legal counsel estimates potential damages 
to be between $5,000 and $75,000

Preliminary budgets for the ensuing year are prepared by the secretary/treasurer during October of each 
year The availability ofthe proposed budgets for public inspection and the date ofthe public hearing on the 
proposed budgets are then advertised in the official journal During a special December meeting, the pohce 
jury holds a public hearing on the proposed budgets in order to receive comments from residents of the 
parish Changes are made to the proposed budgets based on the pubhc hearing and the desires ofthe police 
jury as a whole The budgets are then adopted during the special meeting, and a notice ofthe adoption is 
then published in the official journal 

The secretary/treasurer presents necessary budget amendments to the police jury during the year when, in 
her judgment, actual operations are differing materially from those anticipated in the original budget 
During a regular meeting, the police jury reviews the proposed amendments, makes changes as it deems 
necessary, and formally adopts the amendments The adoption ofthe amendments is included in police jury 
minutes published in the official journal 

The police jury exercises budgetary control at the functional level Within functions the secretary/treasurer 
has the discretion to make changes as she deems necessary for proper control Unexpended appropriations 
lapse at year end and must be re-appropriated in the next year's budget to be expended Formal budgetary 
integration is employed as a management control device The police jury does not use encumbrances in its 
accountmg system 

For the year ended December 31, 2012, the police jury adopted modified accrual based budgets for the 
General Fund and all special revenue funds except the Criminal Court Special Revenue Fund, which is 
exempt from the requirements of the Local Govemment Budget Act The budgetary comparison statements 
included in the accompanying financial statements include the onginal adopted budgets and all subsequent

We have audited, in accordance with the auditing standards generally accepted in the United States of Amenca and 
the standards applicable to financial audits contained in Government Auditing Standards issued by the Comptroller 
General of the United States, the primary govemment financial statements of the govemmental activities, the 
discretely presented component unit of Fire District No 1 Maintenance, each major fund, and the aggregate remaining 
fund information of Catahoula Parish Police Jury, as of and for the year ended December 31, 2012, and the related 
notes to the financial statements, which collectively compnse Catahoula Pansh Police Jury's pnmary govemment 
financial statements, and have issued our report thereon dated June 25, 2013 

Internal Control over Financial Reporting 

In planning and performing our audit of the financial statements, we considered Catahoula Pansh Police Jury's 
intemal control over financial reporting (intemal control) to determine the audit procedures that are appropnate in the 
circumstances for the purpose of expressing our opinions on the financial statements, but not for the purpose of 
expressing an opinion on the effectiveness of Catahoula Parish Police Jury's intemal control Accordingly, we do not 
express an opinion on the effectiveness of Catahoula Parish Police Jury's intemal control 

A deficiency in internal control exists when the design or operation of a control does not allow management or 
employees, in the normal course of performing their assigned functions, to prevent, or detect and correct, 
misstatements on a timely basis A material weakness is a deficiency, or a combination of deficiencies, m intemal 
control, such that there is a reasonable possibility that a material misstatement ofthe entity's financial statements will 
not be prevented, or detected and corrected on a timely basis A significant deficiency is a deficiency, or a 
combination of deficiencies, in intemal control that is less severe than a matenal weakness, yet important enough to 
ment attention by those charged with governance 

Our consideration of internal control was for the limited purpose described in the first paragraph of this section and 
was not designed to identify all deficiencies in intemal control that might be material weaknesses or, significant 
deficiencies Given these limitations, dunng our audit we did not identify any deficiencies in intemal control that we

Comphance and Other Matters

disclosed no instances of noncompliance or other matters that are required to be reported under Government Auditing
