This discussion and analysis of Fire Protection District No. 6's (the District) financial 
performance provides an overview of the financial activities as of and for the fiscal year 
ended December 31, 2014. Please read it in conjunction with the basic financial 
statements and the accompanying notes to the financial statements. 

FINANCIAL HIGHLIGHTS 

Our financial statements provide these insights into the results of this year's operations: 
• The net position increased slightly as a result of this year's operations. The net 

position of our governmental activities increased by $72,098, or approximately 3%. 
As a result of this year's operations assets exceeded liabilities by $2,399,290 (net 
position). 

• During the year, expenses were $684,851 more than the $19,018 generated in 
program revenues for governmental programs. General revenues of $756,949 
added to the program revenues made up the shortfall to end the year with revenue 
exceeding expenditures by $72,098. This compares to last year when revenues 
exceeded expenses by $194,869. 

• Program expenses increased slightly by $15,502, while revenues decreased by over 
$100,000 approximately 12%. 

• Governmental funds reported an ending fund balance of $895,039 - of which 
$46,782 is non-spendable for prepaid insurance and $50,000 is assigned by the 
Board in the 2015 budget for truck replacement - the remainder of $798,257 is 
considered unassigned. 

USING THIS ANNUAL REPORT 

This annual report consists of a series of financial statements. The Statement of Net 
Position and the Statement of Activities (Government-Wide Financial Statements) provide 
information about the governmental activities as a whole and present a longer-term view of 
the finances. The Balance Sheet and Statement of Revenues, Expenditures and Changes 
in Fund Balance - Governmental Funds (Fund Financial Statements) tell how services 
were financed in the short term as well as what remains for future spending. Fund financial 
statements also report the operations in more detail than the government-wide statements 
by providing information about the most significant funds. 

Our auditor has provided assurance in his independent auditor's report that the basic 
financial statements are fairly stated. The auditor, regarding the Required Supplemental 
Information and the Other Supplemental Information is providing varying degrees of 
assurance. A user of this report should read the independent auditor's report carefully to

ascertain the level of assurance being provided for each of the other parts in the Annual 
Report. 

Government-Wide Financial Statements 

The government-wide financial statements are designed to provide readers with a broad 
overview of the finances, in a manner similar to a private-sector business. 

The statement of net position presents information on all of the assets and liabilities, with 
the difference between the two reported as net position. Over time, increases or decreases 
in net position may serve as an indicator of whether the financial position is improving or 
deteriorating. 

The statement of activities presents information showing how the government's net position 
changed during the most recent fiscal year. All changes in net position are reported as 
soon as the underlying event giving rise to the change occurs, regardless of the timing of 
related cash flows. Thus, revenues and expenses are reported in this statement for some 
items that will only result in cash flows in future fiscal periods. 

Both of the government-wide financial statements distinguish functions that are principally 
supported by taxes and intergovernmental revenues, governmental activities, from other 
functions that are intended to recover all or a significant portion of their costs through user 
fees and charges, business-type activities. 

Fund Financial Statements 

The fund financial statements provide detailed information about the most significant 
funds—not as a whole. Some funds are required to be established by State laws. 

The Fire Protection District utilizes a governmental type of fund with the following 
accounting approach. All of the basic services are reported in governmental funds, which 
focus on how money flows into and out of those funds and the balances left at year-end 
that are available for spending. These funds are reported using an accounting method 
called modified accrual accounting, which measures cash and all other financial assets that 
can readily be converted to cash. The governmental fund statements provide a detailed 
short-term view of the general government operations and the basic services it provides. 
Governmental fund information helps you determine whether there are more or fewer 
financial resources that can be spent in the near future to finance programs. We describe 
the relationship (or differences) between governmental activities (reported in the Statement 
of Net Position and the Statement of Activities) and governmental funds in reconciliation at 
the bottom of the fund financial statements.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS AS A WHOLE (GWFS) 

The net position increased by $72,098 about 3% as noted in the following table. In 
comparison, last year net position increased by $194,869 or about 8%. A large portion of 
the District's net assets reflects its investment in capital assets. Current assets decreased 
by a little over 12% - due to the decrease of cash with the payoff of the certificates of 
indebtedness, while capital assets decreased slightly due to more depreciation and 
adjustments for fully depreciated assets over new purchases. Long-term liabilities 
decreased for the amount incurred for the increase in OPEB liability and the payoff 
mentioned earlier.

The net position of governmental activities increased by as mentioned and again noted in 
the following table. The amount spent on operating and maintaining the fire safety (program 
expenses) of the District increased by a little over $15,000 or 2% during the year. Program 
revenues decreased from the prior year, as did general revenues.

FINANCIAL ANALYSIS OF INDIVIDUAL FUNDS (FFS) 

The District uses funds to help it control and manage money for particular purposes. 
Looking at individual funds helps you consider whether the District is being accountable for 
the resources provided to it but may also give you more insight into the overall financial 
health. 

The General fund reported an ending fund balance of $895,039- of which $46,782 is non-
spendable for prepaid insurance and $50,000 is assigned by the Board in the 2015 budget 
for truck replacement - the remainder of $798,257 is considered unassigned. This reflects 
a decrease of $214,935 or almost 20% from the prior year. Revenues decreased by 
$93,602 or approximately 11%. Current expenditures for public safety increased by 12%. 
Capital outlay expenditures were $27,499, including the purchase of land and equipment. 

GENERAL FUND BUDGETARY HIGHLIGHTS 

The original budget for the General Fund was revised during the year. Authorized budget 
amendments were approved as follows:

All variances were favorable and in compliance with the State Budget Law. 
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CAPITAL ASSETS 

Capital assets, net of accumulated depreciation of $1,738,885, for governmental activities 
at year-end were $1,618,711. This year there was total additions of $27,499 for land and 
equipment purchased that were capitalized. Depreciation of $106,983 was recorded on 
capital assets. More detailed information about the capital assets is presented in Note 4 to 
the financial statements. 

LONG-TERM DEBT 

In 2012 the Board approved the issuance, sale and delivery of not exceeding $750,000 of 
Limited Tax Certificates of Indebtedness, Series 2012 for the purpose of acquiring, 
constructing and maintaining fire protection facilities and paying the costs of issuance. The 
Certificates are secured by and payable from a special 16 mills tax, authorized at an election 
held within the District on October 20, 2010. 

At the June 16, 2014 regular meeting the Board approved to payout the Certificate of 
Indebtedness in September 2014 - at the next interest payment date. At December 31, 
2014 the certificates were all paid. 

OTHER POST EMPLOYMENT BENEFITS 

The District has implemented Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) Statement 
45 which addresses the reporting and disclosure requirements for other post employment 
benefits (OPEB). GASB Statement 45, "Accounting and Financial Reporting by Employers for 
Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions," requires the long-term cost of retirement 
health care and obligations for other postemployment benefits be determined on an actuarial 
basis and reported similar to pension plans. 

The net OPEB obligation for the year ending December 31, 2014 of $114,460 was recorded in 
the government-wide financial statements as a non-current liability. More detailed 
information about the other post employment benefits is presented in Note 9 to the financial 
statements.

iNTRODUCTiON 

Fire Protection District No. 6 of the Parishes of Terrebonne and Lafourche (the District) 
was formed under La. Revised Statute 40:1492 and 40:1496 and by Terrebonne Parish 
resolution adopted June 11, 1947 and revised by Terrebonne Parish ordinance 5175 
adopted January 12, 1994. The District is governed by a Board of Commissioners 
comprised of seven members appointed by the Terrebonne and Lafourche Parish 
Councils. 

The District was formed for the acquisition, purchase, construction, improvement, 
maintenance, and operations of fire protection facilities and equipment, and obtaining 
water for fire protection purposes in Ward 6 of the Parish of Terrebonne and in Ward 11 
of the Parish of Lafourche. 

The accompanying basic financial statements have been prepared in conformity with 
governmental accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America. 
The Governmental Accounting Standards Board (GASB) is the accepted standard-
setting body for establishing governmental accounting and financial reporting principles. 

Note 1 SUMMARY OF SiGNiFICANT ACCOUNTING POLICIES 

A. Reporting Entity 

Under Governmental Accounting and Financial Standards Section 2100, the financial 
reporting entity consists of the primary government and its component units. 
Component units are defined as legally separate organizations for which the elected 
officials of the primary government are financially accountable. The criteria used in 
determining whether financial accountability exists include: 

1. Appointing a voting majority of an organization's governing body, and 
a. The ability of the council to impose its will on that organization and/or; 
b. The potential for the organization to provide specific financial benefits to or 

imposes specific financial burdens on the council. Organizations for which 
the council does not appoint a voting majority but are fiscally dependent 
on the council. 

2. Organizations for which the council does not appoint a voting majority but are 
fiscally dependent on the council.

The District is considered a component unit of the Terrebonne Parish Consolidated 
Government, and as such, these financial statements will be included in the 
comprehensive annual financial report (CAFR). 

B. Basis of Presentation 

The accounting system is organized and operated on a fund basis whereby a separate 
self-balancing set of accounts is maintained for the purpose of carrying on specific 
activities or attaining certain objectives in accordance with special regulations, 
restrictions or limitations. The various funds in the financial statements in this report are 
as follows: 

Governmental Fund Type 
Governmental funds account for all or most of the general activities. These funds focus 
on the sources, uses, and balances of current financial resources. Expendable assets 
are assigned to the various governmental funds according to the purposes for which 
they may be used. Current liabilities are assigned to the fund from which they will be 
paid. The difference between a governmental fund's assets and liabilities is reported as 
fund balance. 

In general, fund balance represents the accumulated expendable resources that may be 
used to finance future period programs or operations. The following are the 
governmental funds: 

• General Fund - The General Fund is used to account for all financial resources and 
expenditures except those required to be accounted for in other funds. 

0. Measurement Focus / Basis of Accounting 
Measurement focus is a term used to describe "which" transactions are recorded within 
the various financial statements. Basis of accounting refers to "when" transactions are 
recorded regardless of the measurement focus applied.

Fund Financial Statements (FFS) 
The amounts reflected in fund financial statements, are accounted for using a current 
financial resources measurement focus. With this measurement focus, only current 
assets and current liabilities are generally included on the balance sheet. 

The statement of revenues, expenditures, and changes in fund balances reports on the 
sources (i.e., revenues and other financing sources) and uses (i.e., expenditures and 
other financing uses) of current financial resources. This approach is then reconciled, 
through adjustment, to a government-wide view of operations. 

The amounts reflected in the fund financial statements, use the modified accrual basis 
of accounting. Under the modified accrual basis of accounting, revenues are 
recognized when susceptible to accrual (i.e., when they become both measurable and 
available). Measurable means the amount of the transaction can be determined and 
available means collectible within the current period or soon enough thereafter to pay 
liabilities of the current period. The court considers all revenues available if they are 
collected within 60 days after the fiscal year end. 

Expenditures are recorded when the related fund liability is incurred, except for interest 
and principal payments on general long-term debt which is recognized when due, and 
certain compensated absences and claims and judgments which are recognized when 
the obligations are expected to be liquidated with expendable available financial 
resources. The governmental funds use the following practices in recording revenues 
and expenditures; 

• Revenues - Ad valorem taxes and the related state revenue sharing are recorded 
as revenue in the period for which levied, thus the 2013 property taxes which were 
levied to finance the 2014 budget are recognized as revenue in 2014. The 2014 tax 
levy is recorded as deferred revenue in the current financial statements. 

• Charges for services are recorded when earned since they are measurable and 
available. Miscellaneous revenues are recorded as revenues when received in cash 
by the District because they are generally not measurable or available until actually 
received. 

• Expenditures - The major expenditures current public safety supplies, insurance 
and audit and accounting fees are recorded when payable or when the fees are 
incurred.

Government-Wide Financial Statements (GWFS) 
The government-wide financial statements display information as a whole. These 
statements include all the financial activities. Information contained in these statements 
reflects the economic resources measurement focus and the accrual basis of 
accounting. Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets, deferred outflows of 
resources, liabilities, and deferred inflows of resources resulting from exchange or 
exchange-like transactions are recognized when the exchange occurs (regardless of 
when cash is received or disbursed). 

Revenues, expenses, gains, losses, assets, deferred outflows of resources, liabilities, 
and deferred inflows of resources resulting from non-exchange transactions are 
recognized in accordance with the requirements of Section N50. 

Program Revenues - Program revenues included in the column labeled Statement of 
Activities are derived directly from users as a fee for services; program revenues reduce 
the cost of the function to be financed from the general revenues. 

D. Use of Estimates 

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles 
generally accepted in the United States of America requires management to make 
estimates and assumptions that affect certain reported amounts and disclosures. 
Accordingly, actual results could differ from those estimates. 

E. Operating Budgets 

As required by Louisiana Revised Statutes, The Board of Commissioners adopted a 
budget for the District's General Fund. The Board must approve any amendment 
involving the transfer of monies from one function to another, or increases in 
expenditures. The district amended its budget for the year ended December 31, 2014 
as required. All budgeted amounts that are not expended or obligated through contracts 
lapse at year-end. The General Fund budget is adopted on a basis materially consistent 
with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States of America.

F. Cash and Investments 

Cash includes amounts in demand deposits, interest-bearing demand deposits, and 
time deposits. Cash equivalents include amounts in time deposits and those 
investments with original maturities of 90 days or less. Under state law, the court may 
deposit funds in demand deposits, interest-bearing demand deposits, or time deposits 
with state banks organized under Louisiana law or any other state of the United States, 
or under the laws of the United States. 

Investments are stated at fair value as established by open market, except for the 
Louisiana Asset Management Pool (LAMP). LAMP is an external pool which is 
operated in a manner consistent with the SEC's Rule 2a7 of the Investment Company 
Act of 1940. 

G. Receivables 

The financial statements for the District contain no allowance for uncollectible accounts. 
Uncollectible amounts due for ad valorem taxes are recognized as bad debts at the time 
information becomes available which would indicate the uncollectibility of the particular 
receivable. These amounts are not considered to be material in relation to the financial 
position or operations of the funds. 

H. Prepaid Insurance 

The District has recorded prepaid insurance in the General Fund. Certain payments to 
vendors reflect costs applicable to future accounting periods and are recorded as 
prepaid items. 

I. Vacation and Sick Leave 

Accumulated vacation and sick leave is recorded as an expenditure of the period in 
which paid in the Governmental Fund. Full time employees are entitled to eighteen 
days vacation after one year of service. Each year the employee must use vacation 
time accumulated before their anniversary date (the day they first began working), if not 
taken it is forfeited. The vacation period is increased one day for each year of service 
over ten years, up to a maximum of thirty days. There is no material accumulated 
vacation or sick leave at year end.

J. Capital Assets 

Capital assets are recorded at historical cost or estimated if historical cost is not 
available. Donated assets are recorded as capital assets at their estimated fair market 
value at the date of donation. Capital assets are recorded in the GWFS. All capital 
assets, other than land, are depreciated using the straight-line method over the 
following estimated useful lives:

For government-wide statement of net position, net assets are displayed in three 
components: 

• Invested in capital assets - including restricted capital assets, net of accumulated 
depreciation and reduced by the outstanding balances of any bonds, mortgages, 
notes or other borrowings that are attributable to the acquisition, construction or 
improvement of those assets, if any. 

• Restricted net assets - those with constraints placed on the use either by: 
i. External groups such as creditors, grantors, contributions or laws or 

regulations of other governments: or 
ii. Law through constitutional provisions or enabling legislation. 

• Unrestricted net assets - all other assets that do not meet the definition of 
"restricted" or "invested in capital assets, net of related debt." 

Governmental fund equity is classified as fund balance. Fund balance is further 
classified as non-spendable, restricted, committed, assigned, or unassigned.

Non-spendable fund balance cannot be spent because of its form. Restricted fund 
balance has limitations imposed by creditors, grantors, or contributors or by enabling 
legislation or constitutional provisions. Committed fund balance is a limitation imposed 
by the Board through approval in minutes. Assigned fund balances is a limitation 
imposed by a designee of the Board. Unassigned fund balance in the General Fund is 
the net resources in excess of what can be properly classified in one of the above four 
categories. 

Negative unassigned fund balance in other governmental funds represents excess 
expenditures incurred over the amounts restricted, committed, or assigned to those 
purposes.

State law requires that deposits be fully collateralized at all times. Acceptable 
collateralization includes FDIC insurance and the securities purchased and pledged to 
the political subdivision. Obligations of the United States, the State of Louisiana and 
certain political subdivisions are allowed as security for deposits. Obligations furnished, 
as security must be held by the District or with an unaffiliated bank or trust company for 
the account of the political subdivision. Under the provision of GASB, pledged 
securities, which are not in the name of the governmental unit, are considered 
uncollateralized. Custodial credit risk is the risk that in the event of a bank failure, 
deposits may not be returned to it. At year end none of the bank balance was exposed 
to custodial credit risk. 

Even though the pledged securities are considered subject to custodial credit risk under 
the provisions of GASB Statement 40, Louisiana Revised Statute 39:1229 imposes a 
statutory requirement on the custodial bank to advertise and sell the pledged securities 
within 10 days of being notified by the depositor that the fiscal agent has failed to pay 
deposited funds upon demand.

For an investment, custodial credit risk is the risk that, in the event of a failure of the 
counterparty, the District will not be able to recover the value of its investments or 
collateral securities that are in possession of an outside party. Investments in external 
investment pools are not exposed to custodial credit risk because of their natural 
diversification and the diversification required by the Securities and Exchange 
Commission. LAMP, a local government investment pool, is administered by LAMP, 
Inc., a non-profit corporation organized under the laws of the State of Louisiana, which 
was formed by an initiative of the State Treasurer in 1993. While LAMP is not required 
to be a registered investment company under the Investment Company Act of 1940, its 
investment policies are similar to those established by Rule 2-a7, which governs 
registered money market funds. 

The primary objective of LAMP is to provide a safe environment for the placement of 
public funds in short-term, high quality investments. The LAMP portfolio includes only 
securities and other obligations in which local governments in Louisiana are authorized 
to invest. 

Accordingly, LAMP investments are restricted to securities issued, guaranteed, or back 
by the U.S. Treasury, the U.S. Government, or one of its agencies, enterprises, or 
instrumentalities, as well as repurchase agreements collateralized by those securities. 
The dollar weighted average portfolio maturity of LAMP assets is restricted to not more 
than 90 days, and consists of no securities with maturity in excess of 397 days. The fair 
value of investments is determined on a weekly basis to monitor any variances between 
amortized cost and fair value. For purposes of determining participants' shares, 
investments are valued at amortized cost, which approximates fair value. LAMP is 
designed to be highly liquid to give its participants immediate access to their account 
balances.

AD VALOREM TAXES 

Property taxes are levied each November 1 on the assessed value listed as of the prior 
January 1 for all real property, merchandise and movable property located in both 
Parishes. Assessed valued are established by the Terrebonne and Lafourche Parish 
Assessor's Office and the State Tax Commission at percentages of actual value as 
specified by Louisiana law. A reevaluation of all property is required to be completed no 
less than every four years. The last reevaluation was completed for the list of January 
1, 2012. Taxes are due and payable December 31 with interest being charged on 
payments after January 1. Taxes can be paid through the tax sale date, which is the 
last Wednesday in June. Properties for which the taxes have not been paid are sold for 
the amount of the taxes. The tax rate for the year ended December 31, 2013, on which 
the 2014 revenue was recorded was $16.00 per $1,000 of assessed valuation on 
property within Fire Protection District No. 6 for the purpose of acquiring, constructing, 
maintaining and operating fire protection facilities within the District and paying the cost 
of obtaining water for fire protection purposes, including fire hydrant rentals and service.

In 2012 the Board approved the issuance, sale and delivery of not exceeding $750,000 of 
Limited Tax Certificates of Indebtedness, Series 2012 for the purpose of acquiring, 
constructing and maintaining fire protection facilities and paying the costs of issuance. 
The Certificates are secured by and payable from a special 16 mills tax, authorized at an 
election held within the District on October 20, 2010. At the June 16, 2014 regular meeting 
the Board approved to payout the Certificate of Indebtedness in September 2014 - at 
the next interest payment date. 

NOTE? FIREFiGHTERS RETiREMENT SYSTEM 

PLAN DESCRIPTION - The District contributes to the Firefighters' Retirement System of 
Louisiana (FRS), a cost-sharing multiple-employer defined benefit public retirement 
system, which is controlled and administered by a separate Board of Trustees. The 
System provides retirement, deferred and disability benefits, survivor's benefits and cost of 
living adjustments to plan members and beneficiaries. Act 434 of the 1979 Louisiana 
Legislative Session established the plan. The System is governed by Louisiana R.S. 
11:2251 - 11:2269, specifically, and other general laws of the State. 

The System issues a publicly available financial report that includes financial statements 
and required supplementary information for the System. The report may be obtained by 
writing to Firefighters' Retirement System of Louisiana, 2051 Silverside Dr., Suite 210, 
Baton Rouge, LA 70808-4136 or at their website http://www.lafirefightersret.com. 

FUNDING POLICY - Plan members are required to contribute 10% of their earnable 
compensation and the District is required to contribute an actuarially determined rate. For 
the current year, the rate was 28.25% from January 1-June 30, 2014 and 29.25% from 
July 1-December 31, 2014. The contribution requirements of plan members and the 
District are established and may be amended by state statute. 

As of June 30, 2014, FRS was 76.02% funded compared to 70.73 % as of June 30, 2013. 
The funded status improved primarily due to improved earnings on investments. Net 
assets held in trust to pay pension benefits at June 30, 2014 totaled $1.4 billion. 

The District's contributions to the System for the years ending December 31, 2012, 2013 
and 2014 were $39,544, $43,385 and $50,767 respectively and are included in Salaries 
and Benefits on the fund financial statements.

NOTE 8 POST EMPLOYMENT HEAL THCARE BENEFiTS 

Plan Description. The District administers a single employer defined benefit healthcare 
plan (the Plan). The Plan provides for the payment of medical, dental and life insurance 
premiums fo eligible employees, retirees and their dependents as approved by the 
Board of Commissioners. The District funds the entire premium for all benefits on all 
employees. District employees retiring with at least ten years of permanent fill-time 
creditable service with the District shall be eligible to participate in the Plan approved by 
the Board of Commissioners under the following vesting schedule: 1 to15 years of 
service, 2.75% per year; 16 to 20 years of service, 41.25 % plus 3.75% per year of 
service between 16 and 20; 21 years or more f service, 60% plus 5% per year of service 
over 21, limited to 85% of the premium. A retired employee may provide dependent 
hospitalization coverage at applicable dependent rates. The District does not issue a 
publicly available financial report on the Plan. 

Funding Policy. The District fully funds required premiums based on pay-as-you-go 
financing requirements. For fiscal year 2014 the District did not pay any premiums for 
the retirees. 

Annual OPEB Cost and Net ORES Obligation. The District recognizes a net other 
postemployment benefit (OPEB) obligation for covered postemployment healthcare 
benefits in accordance with the provisions of GASB Statement No. 45, Accounting for 
Financial Reporting by Employers for Postemployment Benefits Other Than Pensions 
(GABS 45). GASB 45 was implemented prospectively with zero net obligation and 
transition. 

The District's annual OPEB cost (expense) is calculated based on the annual required 
contribution of the employer (ARC), an amount actuarially determined in accordance 
with parameters of GASB 45. The ARC represents a level of funding that, if paid on an 
ongoing basis, is projected to cover normal cost each year and amortized any unfunded 
actuarial liabilities (or funding excess) over a period not to exceed thirty years. The 
table on the following page shows the components of District's annual OPEB cost for 
the year, the premiums actually paid and the District's net OPEB obligation.

Actuarial valuations involve estimates of the value of reported amounts and 
assumptions about the probability of occurrence of events far into the future. Examples 
include assumptions about future employment, mortality and the healthcare cost trend. 
Actuarially determined amounts are subject to continual revision as actual results are 
compared with past expectation and new estimates are made about the future. The 
schedule of funding progress, presented as required supplementary information, 
presents multi-year trend information about whether the actuarial value of the plan 
assets is increasing or decreasing over time relative to the actuarial accrued liabilities 
and benefits. 

Actuarial Methods and Assumptions. Projection of benefits for financial reporting 
purposes are based on the substantive plan (the plan as understood by the employer an 
eligible employees and retirees) and include the types of benefits provide that at the 
time of each valuation and on the historical pattern of sharing benefit cost between the 
employer and eligible employees and retirees to that point. Actuarial calculations reflect 
a long-term perspective and employ methods and assumptions that are designed to 
reduce short-term volatility in actuarial accrued liabilities and the actuarial value of plan 
assets. 

In the most recent actuarial valuation, January 1, 2014, the entry age actuarial cost 
method was used. The actuarial assumptions included a 3.5% investment rate of return 
(discount rate), a 3.0% expected increase in payroll and annual medical cost trend rate 
of 8.0% initially, reduced by decrements to an ultimate rat e of 5.0% after seven years. 
The annual dental cost trend was initially 4%, reduced by decrements to an ultimate 
rate of 3% after seven years.

Zero trends were assumed for valuing life insurance. Other assumption include (1) 
expenses per participant per month are expected to increase with inflation at 3% 
annum, (2) 55% of employees will choose to continue basic life insurance benefits, (3) 
family coverage includes a spouse and no children, and (4) male spouses are three 
years older than females. The UAAL is being amortized over an open 30 year period 
using the level percent of payroll method with an assumption that payroll increases by 3 
percent per year. The remaining amortization period at January 1, 2014 was 25 years. 

Note 10 RiSK MANAGEMENT 

The District is exposed to various risks of loss related to torts; theft of, damage to and 
destruction of assets; errors and omissions; natural disasters; and group health benefits 
for which the District participates in the Parish's risk management program for general 
liability, workers' compensation, group insurance, property and auto liability. No 
settlements were made during the year that exceeded the insurance coverage. The 
Parish handles all claims filed against the District.
